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What does Eheieh (I AM) - the name of God in Kether - mean and how can we understand it 
from the perspective of our modern picture of the world?  

When we say� ��� ��� ��� �������������������� ��� ��� ��� � ���� we mean us personally. We never use these words as a name, 

because it is nonsense. Each person can use these words speaking about himself. Using them 
as a name is a paradox! This is the very paradox that leads to a major illumination. Can we 

say our usual “�� ���� ���� ���� �� ” meaning the most high God? Why don’t we mean it, when we 

pronounce them many times a day? 
 
The highest spiritual achievement of man is considered to be a non-dualistic state of 
consciousness whereby the consciousness of the experiencing subject becomes one with God, 
or Absolute. On the other hand the Absolute is One and indivisible, while the world is an 
endless variety of forms and individual objects. How do we understand this oneness? Our 
world religions and spiritual traditions say that all life came out of one source. However, after 
that we are many. We are brothers and sisters, who have a common Father/Mother – God.  
 
The Western esoteric tradition holds that we are essentially immortal Divine Sparks, who 
during the phase of the Day of God wake up and build up our extension – the Evolutionary 
Personality, which contains the abstract mind and intellect and lives for millions of years till 
the night of God comes.  
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The  Evolutionary Personality builds in its turn the Incarnationary Personality – its vehicle 
consisting of concrete mind, emotions and a net of energy lines that connects the physical 
molecules of the body together. 
 
There are many variations of this picture in different traditions, but they do not differ in 
principle. 

Only Advaita Vedanta holds a unique concept: “Brahman is real. The Universe is unreal. 
Brahman and Atman are One.” (Atma Bodha, Shankaracharya).  If we translate the vedantic 
terms into the language of Western occult tradition, we shall have Brahman as Kether, Atman 
– the Divine Spark.  

That means plainly that we are One God. This does not mean that all the souls of human 
beings added together comprise God. No. This means that each and every one of us is the One 
and only reality that is God. How do we understand that? We are so different! 
 
How can we understand that I = God in His highest essence? 
 
Group mind is always inert and needs time to absorb change, therefore it hasn’t reacted to the 
discoveries of science that actually changed the general picture, having offered an essential 
extension in consciousness. 
  
We are all tricked by the illusory concept of space and time, which belongs to the material 
world reflected in our mind. In spite of the scientific proofs that our four-dimensional world 
(spacetime) seize to exist at higher velocities (or vibration frequencies), this concept of linear 
time and three dimensional space sits so deep in our group soul, that following the established 
schools of thought, we are still thinking in terms of linear time, when we consider the 
Genesis, or reincarnation.  
 
The relativity theory of Albert Einstein consists of two constituent parts: special relativity that 
deals with the concept of time and general relativity, dealing with space. 
 
Both concepts manifest only when there is movement. Without movement there are neither 
space, nor time. Everything moves in our Universe, everything undergoes birth, growth, 
change, decay and death. To measure movement we need a system of coordinates, consisting 
of a 3-D space and linear time. Einstein added time as a fourth component to the coordinate 
system, and the resulting construct is called spacetime. Just as there is an infinite number of 3-
D reference frames in Galilean relativity, there is an infinite number of 4-D spacetime 
reference frames in Einstein's theory. Einstein put an end to absolute time. The revolutionary 
insight lies in the conclusion that the flow of time in the universe does indeed differ 
depending on one's reference frame. In relativistic contexts time cannot be separated from 
the three dimensions of space, because the rate at which time passes depends on an object's 
velocity relative to the speed of light, and also the strength of gravitational field which can 
slow down the passage of time, and as such is dependant on the state of motion of the 
observer, and is therefore not universal. TIME IS SUBJECTIVE.  
 
The term "time dilation" is one of the most enthralling aspects of Relativity. It might evoke 
images of Salvadore Dali's timepieces hanging on twigs, however, time dilation is all but 
surrealistic. 
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 Salvador Dali “The disintegration of the persistence of memory” 

Special Relativity states that time is measured according to the relative velocity of the 
reference frame it is measured in.  

The function shows, that the 
effect of time dilation is 
negligible for common speeds, 
such as that of a car or even a jet 
plane, but it increases 
dramatically when one gets close 
to the speed of light. Very close 
to c (the speed of light), time 
virtually stands still for the 
outside observer. 
 
When we speak about the high 
velocities, we think that it is not 
about our life, because we cannot 
reach them in any practical way. 
And this is a habitual track, as it 
slips our mind that all our real existence is in those velocities. Each cell of our body consists 
of atoms, which electrons are spinning with those high frequencies. It is the velocity of their 
movement that organises the space around the proton and charges it with magnetic energy that 
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constitutes the “energy double” of our Incarnationary Personality and holds the physical body 
together. This is our life in microcosm.  
 
Macrocosmically we live among and within the high velocities of planets and stars all the 
time, we are part of them and it is so usual, that we do not even pay attention to it. There is 
another term which we use describing the high velocities. The term is vibration frequency, 
which is measured in Hz (cycles per second). Light is electromagnetic radiation and can also 
be measured in frequency units, as it also travels in waves. Thus the unit of vibration 
frequency used for measuring radio, audio and other types of waves, can also be applied in 
measuring movement at high velocities, as movement in those systems occur in a curved 
space.  
 
If we look into the General Relativity, we find that the concept of space itself is redefined. In 
contrast to the Euclidean space in which Newton’s laws apply, Einstein proposed in 1916 that 
space itself might be curved. The curvature of space, or better spacetime, is due to massive 
objects in it, such as the sun, which warp space around their gravitational centre. In such a 
space, the motion of objects can be described in terms of geometry rather than in terms of 
external forces. For example, a planet orbiting the Sun can be thought of as moving along a 
"straight" trajectory in a curved space that is bent around the Sun. 
 
If we apply this observation to the metaphysical dimensions according to the Hermetical Law 
of Correspondence, it will explain, why the highly developed spiritual beings (high vibration 
frequency meaning high velocity in physical terms) can travel through space (between 
galaxies) in no time. 
 
Let’s remember at this point, how A.P. Sinnett - the first President of the London Lodge of 
the Theosophical Society - described the flow of time in the “world of effects” (between 
incarnations): “That which passes naturally into the world of effects after an incarnation in the 
world of causes is the individual unit or spiritual monad; but the personality just dissolved 
passes there with it, to an extent dependent on the qualifications of such personality. The 
period to be spent in the world of effects - enormously longer in each case than the life which 
has paved the way for existence there - corresponds to the “hereafter” or heaven of ordinary 
theology.”  
 
Looking from the Earth spacetime frame, the “spiritual monad” (or the Evolutionary 
Personality) spends enormously longer time in the “world of effects” than in the “world of 
causes”. Looking to the “world of causes” from the “world of effects”, the lifespan on the 
Earth is like a “wink of an eye”, as Madam Blavatsky put it. 
 
Interestingly, while time expands from the perspective of the stationary observer, space 
contracts from the perspective of the moving observer. This phenomenon is known as 
Lorentz contraction.  
 
According to his time dilation formula presented above, the effects described by Sinnet, 
Blavatsky and many others can happen, when the vibration frequency of the discarnate Self is 
close to the speed of light.  
 
We can draw a conclusion that the lower the vibration frequency, the shorter (from the point 
of view of the theoretical stationary observer) the period they spend in the world of effects, 
the sooner they return, as their interests are connected with the material world they just left. 
This coincides with all the observations and teachings on reincarnation.  
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Another conclusion from the General Relativity is that being dwellers of the Solar system, we 
are trapped within the spacetime coordinates set by its cosmic bodies. In reality what we 
experience as our physical environment is a distortion of spacetime coordinates by the 
gravity of the Sun and its orbiting planets. This distortion is sensed by us as three-
dimensional space and linear time. 

From Relativity we learn that time and space are seemingly independent of human 
experience, as the example of time dilation suggests. Since our own perception of time and 
space is bound to a single reference frame, time appears to be constant and absolute to us. 
Physics teaches us that this is an illusion and that our perception deceives us. Thanks to 
Einstein, we are now able to draw relativistic spacetime diagrams, compute gravitational 
fields, and predict trajectories through the four-dimensional spacetime continuum. Still, we 
are hardly able to visualize this spacetime continuum, or deal with it in practical terms, 
because human consciousness is bound to the human body, which is in turn bound to a single 
reference frame. We live within the confinements of our own spacetime cubicle. 

The idea of the material world being illusory is a very ancient one that comes up again and 
again, all through history and all around the world. Plato compared the material world with 
shadows projected onto the walls of a darkened cave. Spending our mortal lives within the 
cave we only ever see the shadows. We never see the greater reality that exists outside the 
cave or the objects that we only see the shadows of. What a vivid metaphor of a spacetime 
cubicle!  
 
We can attempt to imagine relativistic events with the help of appropriate mathematical 
models, but cannot experience them directly in the physical dimension. Thanks to Einstein, 
we are able to look beyond the phenomenal reality of space and time, and we understand that 
there is more to it than commonsense perception tells us. Einstein has freed our mind from 
the spacetime cubicle. 
 
Let’s look what happens with the time, when we are between our incarnations? Does it flow 
as it used to flow when we were alive, on the physical plane of the Earth? Not at all. As we 
know, the higher the dimension, the closer to the absolute Reality we are, the lower the 
dimension (physical), the stronger is the illusory component. 
 
When we are not incarnated, we are closer to the Reality, that means that time can be ruled 
the way we vibrate, as it happens in our dreams. The faster vibration we emanate, the higher 
we rise in dimensions, the less gravitation force we experience and the closer to the Reality 
we move. It is wrong to think that while we’re between incarnations, time on the physical 
plane still goes on the way it did when we were there. When the Incarnationary Personality is 
cast away, all the past, present and future become truly here and now.  
 
Linear time does not exist in reality. Nor does space exist on the level of the abstract mind and 
intellect. There are only Existence, Knowledge and Bliss there. The intention of the 
Evolutionary Personality to incarnate again weaves space and time frame anew and creates 
the point in the system of coordinates that corresponds to the major vibration frequency of this 
intention. 
 
It follows that seen from the physical plane, our next incarnation can take place after the 
present one, before it or during our present incarnation; it can take place in the same 
family, or country, or on another continent. This is probably nothing new, but it is a key to the 
new understanding of Oneness: 
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if we allow generalization and remember “I AM”, does it not come clear that all the beings 
that ever existed, or exist at present, or will ever exist – are ONE AND THE SAME, 
collecting experience and evolving through its various manifestations in its quest to know 
Itself?   
 
There are no Divine Sparks, there is only Me, and I project Myself in every possible and 
impossible way to get to know Myself. I project the Evolutionary Personality and absorb it 
every time it’s done its work. 
 
The numerous spirits inhabiting the subtler planes are My projections, thoughts, which 
acquired the energy to become “separate beings”, or My “previous” or “next” manifestations. 
The higher I move on the projected planes, the less “inhabitants” I encounter. We can meet 
only “the Teachers” on high planes, which are actually other manifestations of Myself. It is 
only from the lower planes that I see the Evolution and Involution of the Universe as a 
phenomenon. When I AM up on the highest plane, the Days and Nights of God do not exist, 
neither does the Rhythm. I project them in order to manifest and know Myself. Space and 
time is a construction I use in order to gain manifold experience through numerous 
incarnations.  
 
The pronoun “I” is being used as a synonym of God, the Universe, the All, I, you, he, she, it 
and all the other personal and demonstrative pronouns. 
 
This vision of One holds that each of us is one and the same consciousness taken at different 

modes of its manifestation. Since we 
are not familiar with this idea, we go 
on projecting other beings around us, 
on higher planes too, separating 
ourselves mentally from them, 
whereby we are all one and the same 
God, or Universal Soul at various steps 
and stages of collecting experience.  
 
What defines when and where we are 
incarnated? 
The information which contains in our 
vibrations does.  
 
Let's consider an example.  
 
Imagine a woman who by the end of 
her life was in despair because she 
could not fulfil her dream – become 
famous like her mother – a pop star. 
All her life was one unsuccessful 
attempt to reach what her mother had 
reached. When she left her body, this 
basic vibration of her unfulfilled life 
finds a corresponding point in the 
planetary configuration belonging to 
Terrestrial space-time frame, where 
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this dream can become a reality, namely a point supporting vibrations of her mother. The soul 
dives into this point and is incarnated at the there and then, where and when her mother was 
born. Her mother becomes our girl’s next incarnation. She has no idea that she will give birth 
to a girl who had actually been her previous incarnation, and that thanks to the envy of her 
future unlucky daughter she can make an  outstanding career now. By the end of her life she 
has learnt many lessons. Her life mission has been fulfilled. Her fame made her life easy, 
people caught and fulfilled her every wish. Only one doubt spoilt her existence: she could 
never know for sure, if people loved her, or it was her fame and money that attracted them. 
Would they love her, if she were unknown and lived in poverty? She was incapable to prove 
it. She felt lonely, because she could not trust anyone.  
 
When she died, her vibrations created a point in a planetary configuration, which in the 
Terrestrial system of co-ordinates was a decade later, in another country, in a simple family of 
peasants. The girl had a beautiful voice, but no desire for any career. She dreamt of a true 
love. Nobody could understand what her "true love" meant. She used to create "traps" for 
boys to prove that their "love" was not true. People were saying that to find a good match, she 
should study and become someone, that nobody will love a poor simple girl who does not 
wish to do anything. But these words meant nothing to her. She understood one thing in her 
life. It was impossible to find True love without going out of her way to please a man and 
pretend she was different. It was not enough to stay the way she was. She understood that men 
were the governors of life, and felt unfortunate that she was born a woman. She died with this 
sad thought. 
 
This vibration has brought her to her next incarnation as a man in an Islamic country in the 
18th century. 
 
We can describe our numerous incarnations endlessly, because every manifestation is our 
own. The regressions that are so fashionable nowadays take us to the incarnations that can 
help us illuminate our present problems. But in fact all of them are our own.  
 
“Aham Brahman Asmi” (I AM BRAHMAN) says the first Great Proclamation of the Vedic 
Philosophy. Our modern scientific picture of the world proves the same.
