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Summary 
 
 
The materials chosen for this research are supposed to tune the mind to receive revelations on 
the Big Picture: Yahweh, EHEIEH, or I AM.  
 
Section 1 deals with the subject of the concept – “I”, section 2 – with the predicate – “AM”. 
Section 3 provides a new vision that can shed light upon the remaining questions of modern 
science – namely the nature of gravity. Section 4 explains, how to proceed in sowing the 
seeds of the true understanding of our existence in the consciousness of man. 
 
Section 1 is devoted to the concept of Oneness.  
 
Subsection 1.1. presents an account of the existing teachings on Oneness, including monism, 
pantheism, etc., showing that world religion in its esoteric core is based on this concept.  
 
Subsection 1.2. is devoted to reincarnation, as our conclusions are based on this doctrine. The 
section shows what reincarnation is about, how widely this teaching has been spread and how 
fast it has lately again penetrated the minds of the remaining minority of “unbelievers”.  
 
Subsection 1.3. investigates with the help of modern science, if we are at all on the solid 
ground when we think of creation in terms of space and time, and after a thorough analysis of 
the modern discoveries we come to the conclusion that we are not.  
 
Having been prepared by the former subsections, the new vision of Oneness is presented in 
subsection 1.4. Thus the personal pronoun I acquires its true meaning. 
 
Section 2 analyses the process of creation, or manifestation. 
 
Subsection 2.1. gives a few stories of creation, beginning with the well known Book of 
Genesis, followed by a few less known esoteric teachings on the subject and the current most 
popular scientific outlook on the same – the Big Bang theory. The creation stories have a 
common outline: they start with the beginning of the Universe and end when man stepped on 
the Earth and organized his physical life on it. The ultimate Source is One, the resulting 
creation is multiple and diverse. All that takes place in space and time. 
 
Subsection 2.2. presents modern scientific achievements and shows, how they elucidate the 
mechanism of the process of creation, which suggests that the development in space and time 
is again an incorrect approach. 
 
Subsection 2.3. provides an analysis of some important ideas of The Secret Doctrine by H.P. 
Blavatsky, that have anticipated the recent discoveries in physics. 
 
Subsection 2.4. brings up a new concept of creation. Thus the verb AM acquires its true 
meaning. 
 
Section 3 contains some new synthesis of scientific, metaphysical and philosophical 
achievements, that elucidate the nature of gravity. 
 
Section 4 elaborates practical techniques of conscious acceleration of the process of spiritual 
evolution, that constitute one of the practical applications of the conclusions of this research.

Introduction 
 
One of the aims of the present research is to show, that whenever we start to think over a 
problem, our mind goes along the habitual tracks by inertia, deviating from them 
insignificantly, just for self entertainment purposes. Thus we want to know, when our 
universe was born, what is there, where our universe is ended, how old is it, how old is the 
humanity, etc. We do not notice, that these questions are wrongly stated. When a question is 
put incorrectly, how can we receive an accurate answer? If we want to understand something 
concerning the major manifestation law, we should turn to the causal dimensions of our 
material existence. What are they? They are immaterial. If we address the immaterial spheres 
of our existence, can we ask questions about time and space? No. Why? Because time and 
space are the attributes of the material spheres of our manifestation. Therefore, when we read 
the creation tales, we cannot take them literally. The events taking place in space and time in 
those tales are a parabolic expression of something that we haven’t learned to grasp in another 
mode. Sections 1.3 and 2.2. will remind us of the relevant achievements in modern science 
that push us to reconsider our habitual tracks. Sections 1.4., 2.4. and 3. will apply those 
achievements in the way that the questions will be stated in the correct way, and the answers 
will become evident. 
 
At first I hesitated, if the format of a dissertation - a scientific research work to be done 
according to certain established guidelines, was appropriate for my subject matter. Those are 
the guidelines, which have been established after science was cut off from religious thought 
and metaphysical teachings.  
 
A.P. Sinnett – the first president of the London Lodge of the Theosophical Society – searched 
for the answer, why that could happen: “European philosophy, whether concerned with 
religion or pure metaphysics, has so long been used to a sense of insecurity in speculations 
outrunning the limits of physical experiment, that absolute truth about spiritual things is 
hardly recognized any longer by prudent thinkers as a reasonable object of pursuit”. 
 
In the last centuries we have learned to respect and trust the scientific methods. We witnessed 
at the same time, how official religion has been losing its power, as it could not combat the 
materialistic offensive with its methods. We have forgotten the metaphysical doctrines, as the 
policy of the official church had been to hide the Truth. My approach constructs an arch that 
connects the three pillars of knowledge and provides equal respect to each of them.  
 



Up to the present time science has been seen as the ultimate method of studying nature. 
Nature in its turn has been considered in materialistic terms. The Uncertainty principle (see 
Section 2.2.) proves that the materialistic approach to nature is false. We can conclude, that 
science has done a spiral turn, having started together with metaphysics, philosophy, religion 
– it abandoned its family to go its own way – and now, having learnt better, it is coming back 
enriched with the knowledge of nature. If we study the history and origins of science, we 
discover that the first scientists or the proto scientists were almost invariably mystical in their 
outlook, or else religiously inclined. Recently though, through the discoveries and insights 
from the quantum physicists, we are seeing science making a return to some very ancient 
mystical ideas. Our science, grown on the materialistic principles of collecting and analyzing 
information, has realized that those principles are illusory. Now it is going through a 
transformation period, which should result in development of some new principles of 
scientific research – the principles based on the philosophy of idealism. Nature as the major 
subject of scientific research will need to give way to the study of consciousness. As Prophet 
Muhammad said: “Whoever knows himself knows God”. The mystery of consciousness and 
the mystery of God are really different names of the same mystery. 
 
In the present work science, religion and metaphysics are ascribed their own place in the 
construction of the whole. Modern authors often pick up metaphysical teachings and list them 
together with scientific hypotheses, allowing the reader to choose what they like more. This is 
a wrong thing to do, as the methods of investigation are totally different. The methods of 
esoteric research have grown out of natural facts, with which exoteric science is unacquainted. 
These natural facts are concerned with the premature development in occult adepts of 
faculties, which mankind at large has not yet evolved; and these faculties, in turn, enable their 
possessors to explore the mysteries of Nature and verify the esoteric doctrines, setting forth its 
grand design. One of the gems of the present work is the scientific explanation of how it 
works, that a metaphysical doctrine cannot be false. This is a part of the conclusions from 
Section 2 of this work. 
 
The vision of Oneness as presented in section 1.4., as well as the process of manifestation - 
section 2.4.- are not strictly scientific conclusions, as they have been received directly. But 
they are based on the new discoveries of science, upon which solid basis we can reconsider 
our habitual view of the Big Picture. These considerations have prompted to me, that the 
format of a dissertation could be a correct frame for such a subject as Oneness now that 
science has realised, that it could again profit from the friendship with religion and 
metaphysics. 
 
Our new vision of Oneness stands upon two pillars: the doctrine of reincarnation and the 
theory of relativity. 
 
What has historically been an unbelievable truth has today become an inescapable truth. What 
in the past could be spoken of in parables can now be spoken directly, and what in the past 
could be described in part - can now be described in full.

1.1.Oneness in Philosophy and Religion 
 
Oneness is a spiritual term referring to the 'experience' of the absence of egoic identity 
boundaries, and, according to some traditions, the perception of an absolute unity of all matter 
and thought in spacetime, or one's ultimate identity with God (Tat Tvam Asi). It shares traits 
with Pantheism. Its meaning may be synonymous to that of non-duality. 
 
 

1.1.1. Oneness in Philosophy 
 
 

1.1.1.1. Materialism or Idealism? 
 
When we approach the concept of Oneness philosophically, we inevitably face the 
philosophy’s eternal battle between Materialism and Idealism. The 20th century witnessed the 
victory of materialism in many aspects of life, including the technological progress, the 
predominant materialistic world outlook with the heart in the Soviet Union, the complete 
disintegration of science and spirituality. The battle between religion and materialism can take 
ugly forms. The materialistic dictatorship of the Communist party in the Soviet Union 
prohibited religion on its whole territory, calling it “opium for the people”. 

Today the assumptions of Materialism can be undermined from every conceivable angle, 
philosophical, spiritual and scientific. With the help of recent discoveries in mathematics a 
compelling case can now be made for Idealism.  

Some of the greatest philosophers from Plato to Rene Descartes, Immanuel Kant and George 
Berkeley have long been telling us, that the assumption of Materialism is flawed from the 
outset because we can never have certain knowledge of the physical world, but only truly 
know our own consciousness. That means, the belief in a material world independent of our 
consciousness can only be an assumption, which cannot be proven. Modern day philosophers 
accept this, even those who believe in Materialism. However, though accepting the flaw in the 
assumption of Materialism, they might counter that Idealism cannot be proven either. But this 
is what the mystics and founders of religion have been proving for themselves all through 
history. The experience of being One is not only the ultimate attainment of life but also the 
ultimate proof that everything is consciousness. Normally we experience ourselves as a part in 
the all, i.e. as a physical human body in a vast physical universe. In the experience of being 
God We become the all, and the physical universe including our physical bodies is then seen 
to be illusory. In this state it is realized that it is We ourselves who are the generator of the 
illusion of the physical reality. This is a recurring theme in religion.  
 
The European philosophical perception of the subject offers monism and pantheism as the 
terms that first come to mind. 



1.1.1.2. Pantheism 
 
Pantheism is the view that everything is of an all-encompassing immanent abstract God; or 
that the Universe, or nature, and God are equivalent. 
 
Historically, the term "pantheist" — from which the word "pantheism" is derived — was 
purportedly first used by Irish writer John Toland in his 1705 work “Socinianism Truly Stated 
by a Pantheist”. However, the concept has been discussed as far back as the time of the 
philosophers of Ancient Greece, by Thales, Parmenides and Heraclitus. The Jewish 
backgrounds for pantheism may reach as far back as the Torah in its account of creation in 
Genesis and its earlier prophetic material, in which clearly "acts of nature"(such as floods, 
storms, volcanoes, etc.) are all identified as "God's hand" through personification idioms, thus 
explaining the open references to the concept in both the New Testament and Qabalistic 
literature. 
 
In 1785 a major controversy began between Friedrich Jacobi and Moses Mendelssohn, which 
eventually involved many important people of the time. Jacobi claimed that Lessing's 
pantheism was materialistic in that it thought of all Nature and God as one extended 
substance. For Jacobi, this was the result of the Enlightenment's devotion to reason and it 
would lead to atheism. Mendelssohn disagreed by asserting that pantheism was the same as 
theism. 
 
“On the whole, one might be surprised that even in the seventeenth century pantheism did not 
gain a complete victory over theism; for the most original, finest, and most thorough 
European expositions of it (none of them, of course, will bear comparison with the 
Upanishads of the Vedas) all came to light at that period, namely through Bruno, 
Malebranche, Spinoza, and Scotus Eriugena. After Scotus Eriugena had been lost and 
forgotten for many centuries, he was again discovered at Oxford and in 1681, thus four years 
after Spinoza's death, his work first saw the light in print. This seems to prove that the insight 
of individuals cannot make itself felt so long as the spirit of the age is not ripe to receive it. 
On the other hand, in our day (1851) pantheism, although presented only in Schelling's 
eclectic and confused revival thereof, has become the dominant mode of thought of scholars 
and even of educated people. This is because Kant had preceded it with his overthrow of 
theistic dogmatism and had cleared the way for it, whereby the spirit of the age was ready for 
it, just as a ploughed field is ready for the seed.” (Schopenhauer, Parerga and Paralipomena, 
Vol. I, "Sketch of a History of the Doctrine of the Ideal and the Real”) 
 
What is this “Spirit of the age” that Schopenhauer meant? Is it the electromagnetic field of the 
Earth that sends certain spiritual impulses at certain times? Kryon – a non-material being that 
has been channeled by Lee Carroll for the last 20 years – says he is from “the magnetic 
service”.  He explains that in the last years we have been experiencing an electromagnetic 
shift that is giving us a push to a faster spiritual development. Astrology shows to us, that the 
period of 15 years that is going to an end now, was marked by Pluto in Sagittarius, which sent 
us the vibrations of spiritual and religious diversities as reasons for conflicts and other social 
disturbances. Pluto is entering Capricorn now, which suggests that material structures are 
going to get destroyed in the next 15 years. This might be “the spirit of the age” now, when 
the attention is gradually diverted from Materialism and once again turned to Idealism, the 
mysteries of consciousness and spirituality. 
 
An oft-cited feature of pantheism is that each individual human, being part of the Universe or 
nature, is part of God. One issue discussed by pantheists is how free will may exist in this 



framework. In answer, the following analogy is sometimes given (particularly by classical 
pantheists): "you are to God as an individual blood cell in your vein is to you." The analogy 
further maintains that while a cell may be aware of its own environs, and even has some 
choices (free will) between right and wrong (killing a bacterium, becoming malignant, or 
perhaps just doing nothing, among countless others), it likely has little conception of the 
greater being of which it is a part.  
 
This understanding, though illustrated with a bright metaphor, does not encompass the full 
reality and reduces the God Consciousness of a human being to the level of a “cell”.  
 
Another way to understand this relationship is through the Sanskrit phrase, Tat Ttvam Asi - 
"That Thou Art", wherein the human soul/self or Atman is understood to be the same as God 
or Brahman - only people do not realize it. This supports in full our vision of Oneness given 
in Section 1.4. of this work. 
 
It is generally asserted that Vedantic texts are the oldest known literature that contains 
Pantheistic ideas. Brahman is the unchanging, infinite, immanent, and supreme reality which 
is the Divine Ground of all things in this Universe, and is also the sum total of all that ever is, 
was, or ever shall be. It is said to be: 
 

·  beyond all qualities or attributes; 
·  beyond subject and object; 
·  the source of Being, Intelligence and Bliss (Sat, Chit, Ananda). Brahman is the screen 

onto which the cosmic drama (Maya) is projected.  
 

This idea of pantheism is traceable from some of the more ancient Vedas and Upanishads to 
the later Advaita philosophy. All Mah� v� kyas(Great Sayings) of the Upanishads, in one way 
or another, seem to indicate the unity of the world with Brahman. Ch� ndogya Upanishad says 
"All this Universe indeed is Brahman; from him does it proceed; into him it is dissolved; in 
him it breathes, so let every one adore him calmly". It further says "This whole universe is 
Brahman, from Brahman to a clod of earth. Brahman is both the efficient and the material 
cause of the world. He is the potter by whom the vase is formed; He is the clay from which it 
is fabricated. Everything proceeds from Him, without waste or diminution of the source, as 
light radiates from sun. Everything merges into Him again, as bubbles bursting mingle with 
air - as rivers fall into the ocean. Everything proceeds from and returns to Him, as the web of 
the spider is emitted from and retracted into itself."  
 
The founder of the Advaita Vedanta - the great non-dualistic philosopher Shankaracharya - 
stated categorically: “Brahman is real. The universe is unreal. Brahman and Atman are One.” 
(Atman is the Absolute Consciousness in the individual.) “Only that is real that does not 
change nor cease to exist”. This is a remarkable statement, meaning plainly that we are One 
God. That is exactly the Truth that explains our vision of Oneness, presented in Section 1.4. 
of the work. 
 
Most Vedantic adherents are monists, (Advaita in Sanskrit), seeing multiple manifestations of 
the one God or source of being, a view which is often considered by non-Hindus as being 
polytheistic. 
 
 



1.1.1.3. Monism 
 
Monism is another synonym for Oneness. It is the metaphysical and theological view that all 
is one, that there are no fundamental divisions, and a unified set of laws underlie nature. 
 
Monism is found in the Nasadiya Sukta of the Rigveda, which speaks of the One Being-Non-
Being that 'breathed without breath'. Besides Advaita Vedanta, which is the philosophical 
basis of Yoga, such monistic thought extends to other Hindu systems like the non-dualist 
Tantra, for example in Kashmir Shaivism. 
 
Many forms of Hinduism, Taoism, Rastafari and similar systems of thought explore the 
mystical and spiritual elements of a monistic philosophy. With increasing awareness of these 
systems of thought, western spiritual and philosophical climate has seen a growing 
understanding of monism. Moreover, the New Thought Movement has embraced many 
monistic concepts for over 100 years. 
 
Monism can be said to oppose religious philosophy altogether by claiming that the idea of 
spirituality contradicts the monist principle of an indistinguishable mind and body. However, 
one might consider monism more fundamental than any religious philosophy while taking 
religion and spirituality as sources of wisdom. 
 
Monism is an integral concept in many New Age religions and philosophies; it is supported 
most specifically by the Seth readings given by the psychic Jane Roberts (1929-1984). Seth, 
the "entity" whom Roberts channelled, said that God is composed of mental energy, that 
God's mental energy is the formative substance of all beings and things, and that God's 
consciousness is carried on this energy, thus making God's consciousness omnipresent. Seth 
frequently referred to God as "All That Is" and said "All faces belong to God." Seth described 
God as a gestalt of all the individuals within it; he said that God knows itself as itself, yet also 
knows itself as each individual. The teaching, though not literally formulated the vision the 
way we did in Section 1.4. of this work, provides a strong support to our vision. 
 
There is another very special concept that should be mentioned in this connection. It is 
Cosmotheism. While the term is rarely used, and is often simply a synonym for Pantheism, 
this unusual philosophy postulates that God is something created by man, perhaps even an end 
state of human evolution, through social planning, eugenics and other forms of genetic 
engineering. 
 
H. G. Wells subscribed to a form of Cosmotheism, which he called the "world brain" and 
detailed in his book “God the Invisible King”  (in which he proscribes mankind to set up a 
socialist system, structuring itself on social and genetic statistics, education, and eugenics, 
ideally someday equating itself and possibly even merging with and conquering the Pantheist 
god itself). Some sections of his work Outline of History also reflected this belief and his 
finding it in the teachings of Jesus and Siddhartha. His book “Shape of Things to Come” (and 
the 1936 film “Things to Come” ) also features cosmotheistic ideas, whereby mankind, 
surviving an apocalyptic war and an extended Feudal period, unites to form a collectivist 
Utopia. 
 
In modern Israel, Cosmotheism was described by Mordekhay Nesiyahu, one of the foremost 
ideologists of the Israeli Labor Movement and a lecturer in its college Beit Berl. He felt that 
God was something which did not exist before man, and was a secular entity which the 
rebuilding of the Jewish Temple in Jerusalem had an instrumental role in "inventing". 



 
In the 20th century United States, William Luther Pierce, a white nationalist associated with 
the American Nazi Party and founder of the National Alliance also utilized the term 
"Cosmotheism". In his eyes (similar to H. G. Wells'), God would be the end result of eugenics 
and racial hygiene. 
 
Vladimir Vernadsky's and Pierre Teilhard de Chardin's "Noosphere" could be referred to as a 
description of the Cosmotheist deity, as does Emile Durkheim's Collective consciousness and 
Carl Jung's collective unconscious. 
 
Arthur C. Clarke makes a possible reference to the Cosmotheist Noosphere in his 1953 book 
Childhood's End, referring to it as the "Overmind". 
 
On the face of it cosmotheism seems to be a perverted outlook of the people with minority 
complex who want to feel that they are more than they are. But a deeper look into the idea 
reveals its fairness and plausibility, though one-sightedness. It is all about God 
Consciousness, which we talk about in the last Section of the present work. God collects 
information through Our experiences and evolves this way. Cosmotheists just look at the 
process from the opposite side than pantheists do, but the process remains the same. It is 
reciprocal.  
 
The following phrases explain the place of cosmotheism. They bear equal meaning: 
  
He creates Himself = We create Ourself = We get to know Ourself = We enrich Our 
Consciousness.  
 
Those are synonyms. The personal pronouns can be exchanged at will in any way, - the 
resulting message will stay intact. Section 1.4. contains a clue to these phrases. 
 
 

1.1.2. Oneness in Religion 
 
The vision of Oneness as presented in section 1.4. of the present work has not been presented 
in these terms before, however, it can be supported by all the historical and contemporary 
descriptions of the concept. In fact it is evident that the founders and originators of World 
religion, the spiritual greats of history - Jesus, Buddha, Muhammad etc.- had not enough 
means of expression of this mystery to the world, as the general understanding of time and 
space by the humanity was incorrect. They did their best to convey the concept of Oneness 
with the means they had, and that was their major task. Most of them used parables, some of 
them tried to express it directly, however it couldn’t be really understood by many. This very 
mystery was the source of all the world religions. And this mystery constituted the core of 
their esoteric parts. Only the “selected” ones, who could grasp the vision, being thus initiated, 
were able to keep on the esoteric teaching. The others could not really understand it, and were 
left with the exoteric part of the religion – the rituals, regulations and traditions – in the hope 
to be thus supported in their spiritual growth and to get the Bliss one day. 
 
 



1.1.2.1. All World Religion is One Religion 
 

 
 
 

This diagram, apart from showing the essential unity of all World religion, illustrates the fact 
that all religion has an exoteric or visible side and an esoteric or hidden and more secretive 
aspect to it. In the outer sections of the diagram are represented the exoteric facets of World 
religiosity. Here we find the rules, rituals and regulations which differ from religion to 
religion. In the more medial sections of the circle are represented the esoteric traditions. It is 
here that we find more commonality in belief between the World's different religions. Near 
the centre of the diagram are different words for God. When we delve right to the heart of all 
true Religion, we find the Universal truth that we ourselves are that which is called God.  
 
When we look in depth and examine what is believed within this esoteric and mystical inner 
core of World religiosity, remarkably we discover that two central beliefs recur throughout all 
the major religions. The first of these beliefs is reincarnation. The second is the idea that 
man’s real identity is God. This is just another formula of the subject of this work – Oneness.  
 
Different terms are used to describe God within the various religions of the world. In 
Hinduism the ultimate is called 'Brahman' (‘Atman’ is used for the personal pronouns, and it 
is said that Atman equals Brahman), in Islam God is named 'Allah', in Christianity God is the 
'Logos' or the 'Father', in mystical Judaism God is referred to as 'Ein sof', in Taoism the 
ultimate is called the 'Tao' and in Buddhism it is called the 'Void'.  
 
When we see beyond the appearances of 'normal' physical reality then we are no longer 
trapped in the delusion that we are our physical bodies. We see that our real identity 
transcends the material. So instead of seeing ourselves as a person trapped in a physical body, 
gazing out upon a vast impersonal universe, we come to understand that we are God living 
through each person gazing out and reflecting upon itself, that is the Universe, that is God.  
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Many people are familiar with the idea of the 'Christ within'. In Hinduism's premier holy text 
the Bhagavad Gita we have the 'Krishna within', and the Koran tells us that Allah is 'closer 
than your jugular vein'. The Buddhist scriptures talk about the Buddha within, and the Adi 
Granth, which is the Sikh holy text, describes that 'the one God is all pervading and alone 
dwells in the Mind'. Though many religious people know the idea that God is to be found 
within them, they imagine that somehow a small and divided piece of God is inside them or 
perhaps that all it means is that there is some aspect of God within us. However other 
passages in the scriptures of the World's religions clearly state that God is indeed within us, 
but also that God is undivided, indivisible and always one. For instance this idea is clearly 
stated in the Bhagavad Gita in the following passage: 

'Although the Supersoul appears to be divided, He is never divided. He is situated as one.'  

The Gita’s powerful statement on the human experience of Oneness is this:  

'The man whose self is disciplined in yoga, whose perception is the same everywhere, sees 
himself in all creatures and all creatures in himself.'  

The idea that God is an indivisible unity forms one of the central tenets of the monotheistic 
religions - Judaism, Christianity and Islam. This is confirmed in what is referred to in the 
Bible as the greatest commandment, also known as the 'schema', which begins like this... 

'Hear O Israel, the lord your God the lord is One...'  

So it is always the Oneness and totality of God that is to be found within each and every one 
of us. This is the mystery of the 'all in all', an idea that is expressed several times in the New 
Testament. 
 
Related to this idea of 'all in all' or the idea that all of existence is to be found within a person, 
is the mystery of the kingdom of Heaven. For it is stated in the Bible that this is to be found 
inside you, as described by Jesus in gospels: 
"The kingdom of God does not come with your careful observation, nor will people say, 'Here 
it is' or 'There it is,' because the kingdom of God is within you."  
 
When we examine the sayings of Jesus, we discover that his message wasn't just that only 'I 
and the father are one' and that only 'I am the son of God'. We learn that the real uncensored 
and unadulterated message of Jesus is that we are One. In the Gospel of Thomas he says: 

'Whoever drinks from my mouth shall become as I and I shall become as he and hidden 
mysteries to him shall be revealed.' 

The deeper we delve into the heart and history of world religion, the more direct expressions 
of the idea that everyone is One we find. Muhammad said: 

'Man is my mystery and I am his mystery, for I am he himself and he is also I myself'. 

Bahá'u'lláh taught that God responds to the seeker by drawing him 'from the realms of 
contradiction unto the retreats of oneness'. Individual identity vanishes as the seeker sees all 
the Prophets as one and the same Being, 'the Manifestation of the Self of God.' '...this is the 
station wherein the light of divine unity shineth forth, and the truth of His oneness is 



expressed...' To experience oneness, the seeker must enter 'the garden of oneness, and the 
court of detachment.' (Gems of Divine Mysteries)  
 
Having touched upon the Arabic vision of the subject, we cannot but mention Sufi 
metaphysics. 
 
Major ideas in Sufi metaphysics have surrounded the concept of Wahdat or "Unity with God". 
Two main Sufi philosophies prevail on this topic. Wahdat-ul-Wujood (Arabic: ���������	
���� ) 
the "Unity of Being" is a Sufi philosophy emphasizing that 'there is no true existence except 
the Ultimate Truth (God)'. In another phrasing the only truth within the universe is God, and 
that all things exist within God only. All of his creations emerge from `adim (

�  non-
existence) to wujood (existence) out of his thought only. Hence the existence of God is the 
only truth, and the concept of a separate created universe is a fallacy. 
 
Ibn Arabi was of the opinion that being in reality is to be one with God. All other actual and 
possible beings in the universe are manifestations and states or modes of his Divine Names 
and Attributes. 
 
This mystic sufi philosophy found conducive soil in many parts of South Asia as most of the 
saints and sages became dedicated disciples of Wahdat-ul-Wujood. It is also associated with 
the Hamah Ust (Persian meaning "He is the only one") philosophy in South Asia. 
 
Wahdat-ul-Shuhud (Apparentism, or Unity of Witness, or Unity in Conscience), on the other 
hand, holds that God and his creation are entirely separate.  
 
Shah Waliullah made the first attempt to reconcile the two contradictory doctrines of Wahdat 
ul-Wujood of Ibn al-'Arabi and Wahdat ul-Shuhud of Shaykh Ahmad Sirhindi. In his books 
Lamahat and Sata'at he discusses stages of being, the perceptive faculty, the relation of the 
abstract with the universe, the universal soul and the souls of man, after death, essence, 
miracles, the scope of man, the soul of the perfect, universal order, source of manifestation, 
and the transformation of mystics from quality to quality. He also demonstrated that the long-
standing assumption that Sufi doctrine was divided between Apparentism and Unity of Being 
was a difference of expression alone, the latter doctrine being seen as merely a less-advanced 
stage of projection. 
 
In the teachings of Buddha we have a concept, corresponding to that of maya in Hinduism. In 
Buddhism it is called sanyatta which is a Sanskrit word for 'emptiness'. This teaching 
explains, that all the objects around us and all material things exist only as appearances, 
behind which there is emptiness – meaning that they don't really exist, and what exists is only 
consciousness. So physical objects and the material world exist only as projections of our 
conscious state. Conscious states themselves are manifestations of the One God (the Void). 
This original meaning is sometimes misinterpreted by modern day Buddhists to mean that 
things are only empty of value, i.e. that the things we perceive as having value, lose their 
value for us if we can make ourselves see things differently. However, an ancient legend 
describes how when Buddha gave a sermon about sanyatta, many of the listeners suddenly 
had heart attacks. This story should not be taken literally. It was created to show that sanyatta 
is a shocking metaphysical assertion about the nature of reality, and not merely some 
statement about the relative value of things. This true interpretation of sanyatta or emptiness 
is kept alive today mainly in some of the Mahayana strands of Buddhism and also by 
Vajrayana Buddhist sects from Tibet. The fact that Buddhism is derived from Hinduism 



supports the case that sanyatta and maya are interchangeable concepts. That is they both talk 
about the illusory nature of reality.  
 
The idea of the illusory nature of reality is probably most developed in Hinduism and 
Buddhism, but it is also alluded to in other main religions of the world. In the Gospels Jesus 
points out a higher realm of existence above and beyond the physical world. And in his 
sayings and sermons he repeatedly tells people not to focus their time and energy on things 
and matters relating to the material world. In the Koran, Muhammad says: 'the life of this 
world is but a diversion'. A Taoist sage ponders, whether he is really a butterfly dreaming that 
he is a man. It is Materialism, or the belief in an external physical reality existing outside of 
consciousness, which prevents us from seeing the ultimate truth in religion that we are One. It 
is not surprising that all the world religions should contain statements and sayings which 
undermine and contradict the fallacy of Materialism. It is also logical, that science as the 
methods of studying nature as separate from consciousness, separated from religion as an 
opposite, or materialistic approach to the same quest. World religion seems united in telling 
us that Materialism is not the real nature of things and that there is something above and 
beyond the physical material world that is far more real and which is the true nature of 
existence.  
 
Similar parallels and correspondences can be made with Buddhism, Taoism and Judaism. 
When we consider the metaphysical assertions of Buddha, the Taoist texts and the mystical 
traditions of Judaism in the light of our new understanding of the idea of Oneness (see Section 
1.4.), their cryptic sayings become clear, and our understanding of what the ultimate spiritual 
attainment is becomes complete.  
 
However, before we move to Section 1.4., it might be necessary to look into the concept of 
reincarnation, which is the basis of our conclusions, as there still are people who do not accept 
the idea of reincarnation in principle. 
 
 
 
 



 
1.2. Reincarnation 

 
 
As it was shown in Section 1.1. all religion is based on the doctrine of reincarnation. It has 
only been the last few centuries that some of the new religions, incl. the official Christianity 
and Islam, rejected this doctrine. As one of the cornerstones of our research is the doctrine of 
reincarnation, which is currently not universally acknowledged, we devoted a section of our 
work to it with the aim to show its vital truth and remind to the few remaining “unbelievers”, 
how widely this teaching has been spread. 
 
Reincarnation literally means "to be made flesh again”. 
 
The concept of reincarnation is first recorded in the Upanishads (c. 800 BCE), which are 
philosophical and religious texts composed in Sanskrit. 
 

 
 
 

1.2.1. Hinduism 
 
According to Hinduism, the soul (atman) is immortal, while the body is subject to birth and 
death. The Bhagavad Gita states: 
 
“Worn-out garments are shed by the body;  



Worn-out bodies are shed by the dweller within the body.” 
 
The idea that the soul reincarnates is intricately linked to karma, another concept first 
introduced in the Upanishads. Karma (literally: action) is the sum of one's actions and the 
force that determines one's next incarnation. The cycle of death and rebirth, governed by 
karma, is referred to as Samsara. 
 
Hinduism teaches that the soul goes on repeatedly being born and dying. One is reborn on 
account of desire. According to Adi Shankaracharya, the world - as we ordinarily understand 
it - is like a dream: fleeting and illusory. To be trapped in Samsara is a result of ignorance of 
the true nature of our existence. 
 
After many births every person eventually becomes dissatisfied with the limited happiness 
that worldly pleasures can bring. At this point, a person begins to seek higher forms of 
happiness, which can be attained only through spiritual experience. When, after much 
spiritual practice (s� dhan� ), a person finally realizes his or her own divine nature — i.e. 
realizes that the true "self" is the immortal soul rather than the body or the ego — all desires 
for the pleasures of the world vanish, since they seem insipid compared to spiritual � nanda 
(bliss). When all desire has vanished, the soul does not incarnate anymore.  
 
When the cycle of rebirth thus comes to an end, a person is said to have attained moksha, or 
salvation. For our work important is the understanding of the Advaita Vedanta school (often 
associated with jnana yoga). It proclaims that the perfect peace and happiness come with the 
realization that all existence is One (Brahman).  
 
 “There is not a single village or hamlet in the whole of India in which people are not more or 
less acquainted with the sublime tenets of the Vedanta philosophy… The effects of Karma in 
the next birth, the enjoyment of its fruits, good or evil, in a subjective or spiritual state of 
existence prior to the reincarnation of the spiritual monad in this or any other world, the 
loitering of the unsatisfied souls or human shells in the earth (Karma loca), the pralayic and 
manvantaric periods… are not only intelligible, but are even familiar to a great many 
Hindus.” (Brahman Hindoo, “Theosophy” 1883). 

 
 

1.2.2. Taoism 
 
Taoist documents from as early as Han Dynasty stated that Lao Zi appeared on earth in 
different persons in different times beginning from the time of Three Sovereigns and Five 
Emperors. An important scripture of Taoism, the Zhuang Zi (4th century BC), states:  
 
"Birth is not a beginning; death is not an end. There is existence without limitation; there is 
continuity without a starting point. Existence without limitation is space. Continuity without a 
starting point is time. There is birth, there is death, there is issuing forth, there is entering in. 
That through which one passes in and out without seeing its form, that is the Portal of the 
Divine." (Zhuang Zi, 23)  
 



1.2.3. Western Religions and Traditions 
 

Many philosophies associated with the theory of reincarnation focus on "working" or 
"learning" through various lifetimes to achieve higher understanding or state of "goodness" 
before salvation is granted or acquired. 
 
 
1.2.3.1. Classical Greek Philosophy 
 
Among the ancient Greeks Socrates, Pythagoras and Plato taught the doctrine of 
reincarnation. Several ancient sources affirm that Pythagoras claimed he could remember his 
past lives. An association between Pythagorean philosophy and reincarnation was routinely 
accepted throughout antiquity. 
 
Plato presented detailed accounts of reincarnation in his major works. According to his 
fictionalized dialogue Phaedo, at the end of his life Socrates said: "I am confident that there 
truly is such a thing as living again, and that the living spring from the dead.” 
 
In the Hermetica, a Graeco-Egyptian series of writings on cosmology and spirituality 
attributed to Hermes Trismegistus/Thoth the doctrine of reincarnation is central. 
 
 
1.2.3.2. Judaism 
 
While ancient Greek philosophers like Plato and Socrates attempted to prove the existence of 
reincarnation through philosophical methods, Jewish mystics who accepted this idea, did not. 
Rather, they offered explanations of why reincarnation would solve otherwise intractable 
problems of theodicy (how to reconcile the existence of evil with the premise of a good God). 
 
Reincarnation has been a part of ancient Judaism since at least the time of Flavius Josephus' 
War of the Jews (C.E. 66-73). Flavius Josephus, the Jewish-Roman historian who formerly 
lived with the Essene Jewish sect, wrote about the Pharisee sect: "they say that all souls are 
incorruptible, but that the souls of good men only are removed into other bodies, — but that 
the souls of bad men are subject to eternal punishment". The idea of reincarnation, called 
gilgul, became popular in folk belief, and is found in much Yiddish literature among 
Ashkenazi Jews.  
 
While many Jews today do not believe in reincarnation, the belief is common in Orthodox 
Judaism. Some Orthodox siddurim (prayer books) have a prayer asking for forgiveness for 
one's sins that one may have committed in this gilgul or a previous one. 
 
 
1.2.3.3. Christianity 
 
The overwhelming majority of mainstream Christian denominations reject the notion of 
reincarnation and consider the theory to challenge basic tenets of their beliefs. Many churches 
do not directly address the issue, but indirectly, through teachings about death. A few consider 
the matter open to individual interpretation due to the few biblical references which survived 
the purging of texts considered to be heretical in the founding years of Christianity as a 
church. New Age Christians contend that reincarnation was taught by the early Christian 
church, but due to bias and mistranslations, these teachings were lost or obscured. Basic to 



Traditional Christianity is the doctrine that humans can never achieve the perfection God 
requires, and the only salvation is total and complete forgiveness, accomplished through the 
sacrifice Jesus made on the cross wherein he took the sins of mankind. There seems to be 
evidence however, that some of the earliest Christian sects, such as the Sethians and followers 
of the Gnostic Church of Valentinus, believed in reincarnation and were persecuted by the 
Romans for this.  
 
Several Christian denominations which support reincarnation include the Christian 
Community, the Liberal Catholic Church, Unity Church, The Christian Spiritualist 
Movement, the Rosicrucian Fellowship and Lectorium Rosicrucianum. The Medieval 
heretical sect known variously as the Cathars or Albigensians who flourished in the 
Languedoc believed in Reincarnation, seeing each soul as a fallen angel born again and again 
into the world of Matter created by Lucibel (Lucifer). Only through a Gnostic 'Rebirth' in the 
Holy Spirit through Christ could the soul escape this process of successive existences and 
return to God. 
 
 
1.2.3.4. Islam 
 
Though mainstream Islam rejects the concept of reincarnation, it is mentioned in the Quran - 
the central religious text of Islam: 
 
"How can you deny God, when you were dead and God gave you life? Then God will cause 
you to die, and then revive you, and then you will be returned to God." (Quran 2:28)  
 
Sufi mystics and poets in the Islam tradition have celebrated this belief: 
 

"I died as mineral and became a plant, 
I died as plant and rose to animal, 
I died as animal and I was man. 

Why should I fear? 
When was I less by dying?" 

 
Modern Sufis who embrace the idea of reincarnation include Bawa Muhaiyadeen (“To Die 
Before Death: The Sufi Way of Life”). However Hazrat Inayat Khan has criticized the idea of 
reincarnation as unhelpful to the spiritual seeker's quest for unity with God, as it focuses the 
aspirant's attention on the past and the future, rather than achieving spiritual transcendence in 
the present moment. (Pay attention to the importance of the aspect of time in the light of 
spiritual understanding. The next section of this work is devoted to this problem.) 
 
Reincarnation has also been used to reconcile the Quran's apparent identification of Miriam, 
the mother of Isa as the sister of Aaron and daughter of Amran, all of whom lived well before 
the first century CE. 
 
Another verse of the Quran that directly supports the doctrine of reincarnation is this:  
 
"Thou [God] makest the night to pass into the day and Thou makest the day to pass into the 
night, and Thou bringest forth the living from the dead and Thou bringest forth the dead from 
the living, and Thou givest sustenance to whom Thou pleasest without measure." (Quran 3:27) 
 
 



1.2.4. Native American Nations 
 
Reincarnation is an intrinsic part of many Native American and Inuit traditions. In the now 
heavily Christian Polar North (now mainly parts of Greenland and Nunavut), the concept of 
reincarnation is enshrined in the Inuit language. The survival of the concept of reincarnation 
applies across these nations in varying degrees of integrity, as these countries are now 
influenced by both Native and European traditions. 
 
 

1.2.5. Norse Mythology 
 
Reincarnation is an integral part of Norse mythology, in the Poetic Edda. The editor of the 
Poetic Edda says that Helgi Hjörvarðsson and his mistress, the valkyrie Sváfa, whose love 
story is told in the Helgakviða Hjörvarðssonar, were reborn as Helgi Hundingsbane and the 
valkyrie Sigrún. Helgi and Sigrún's love story is the subject of a part of the Völsunga saga and 
the lays Helgakviða Hundingsbana I and II. They were reborn a second time as Helgi 
Haddingjaskati and the valkyrie Kára, but unfortunately their story, Káruljóð, only survives in 
a modified form in the Hrómundar saga Gripssonar. 
 
The belief in reincarnation was probably commonplace among the Vikings since the annotator 
of the Poetic Edda wrote that people formerly used to believe in it, but that it was in his 
(Christian) time considered "old wife's folly". 
 
 

1.2.6. Great Thinkers 
 

A new flowering of public interest in reincarnation occurred during the Renaissance. One of 
the prominent figures in the revival was Italy's leading philosopher and poet Giordano Bruno, 
who was ultimately sentenced to be burned at the stake by the Inquisition because of his 
teachings about reincarnation.  
 
During the classical period of German literature the doctrine of reincarnation attracted much 
attention: we can find it in works of Goethe, it was taken up by Lessing, who borrowed it 
from Charles Bonnet, and by Herder. It has been mentioned with respect by Hume and by 
Schopenhauer. 
 
 
1.2.6.1. Anthroposophy 
 
Reincarnation plays an important role in the ideas of Anthroposophy, a spiritual movement 
founded by Rudolf Steiner. Steiner described the human soul as gaining new experiences in 
every epoch and in a variety of races or nations. The unique personality with its weaknesses 
and abilities is not simply a reflection of the body's genetic heritage. Though Steiner 
described the incarnating soul as searching for and even preparing a familial lineage 
supportive of its future life, a person's character is also determined by his or her past lives. 
 
Anthroposophy describes the present as being formed by a tension between the past and the 
future. Both influence our present destiny; there are events that occur due to our past, but 
there are also events that occur to prepare us rightly for the future. Between these two, there is 
space for human free will; we create our destiny, not only live it out, just as we build a house 
in which we then choose to live. 



 
Anthroposophy has developed various spiritual exercises that are intended to develop the 
capacity to discern past lives and the deeper nature of the human being. In addition, Steiner 
investigated the karmic relationships of many historical individuals, from Karl Marx to Julian 
the Apostate.  
 
 
1.2.6.2. Theosophy 
 
Modern theosophy, which draws its inspiration from India, has taken reincarnation as a 
cardinal tenet.  
 
The first President of the London Lodge of the Theosophical Society A.P. Sinnett (see Section 
2.1.3.) saw “evolution of the soul as a process that is quite continuous in itself, though carried 
out partly through the instrumentality of a great series of dissociated forms. Putting aside for 
the moment of profound metaphysics of the theory which trace the principle of life from the 
original first cause of the cosmos, we find the soul as an entity emerging from the animal 
kingdom, and passing into the earliest human forms, without being at that time ripe for the 
higher intellectual life with which the present state of humanity renders us familiar. But 
through successive incarnations in forms whose physical improvement, under the Darwinian 
law, is constantly fitting them to be its habitation at each return to objective life, it gradually 
gathers that enormous range of experience which is summed up in its higher development. In 
the intervals between its physical incarnations it prolongs and works out, and finally exhausts 
or transmutes into so much abstract development, the personal experiences of each life… 
Each man is unconscious of having led previous lives; therefore he contends that subsequent 
lives can afford him no compensation for this one. He overlooks the enormous importance of 
the intervening spiritual condition, in which he by no means forgets the personal adventures 
and emotions he has just passed through, and in the course of which he distils these into so 
much cosmic progress… This view of events now afforded us is not only a solution of the 
problems of life and death, but of many very perplexing experiences on the borderland 
between those conditions - or rather between physical and spiritual life - which have engaged 
attention and speculation so widely of recent years in most civilized countries.” 
 
Sinnet writes about the Secret Doctrine - a teaching on evolution based on reincarnation (see 
Section 2.3. and the Appendix): “The secret doctrine is regarded not only by all its adherents, 
but by vast numbers who have never expected to know more of it than that such a doctrine 
exists, as a mine of entirely trustworthy knowledge from which all religions and philosophies 
have derived whatever they possess of truth, and with which every religion must coincide if it 
claims to be a mode of expression for truth. 
This is a bold claim indeed, but I venture to announce the following exposition as one of 
immense importance to the world, because I believe that claim can be substantiated. 
Such proof cannot be given by any process of argument; only through the development in 
each inquirer for himself of the faculties required for the direct observation of Nature along 
the lines indicated. But his prima facie conclusion may be determined by the extent to which 
the views of Nature about to be unfolded, may recommend themselves to his mind, and by the 
reasons which exist for trusting the powers of observation of those by whom they are 
communicated.” 
 
Speaking about esoteric teachers, Sinnett writes further: “There are men living who know a 
great deal more about philosophy in the highest acceptation of the word – the science, the true 
knowledge of spiritual things, - than can be found in any books.” 



1.2.6.3. Edgar Cayce 
 
The famous American mystic Edgar Cayce promoted the theory of both reincarnation and 
karma. Cayce's view incorporates Theosophical teachings on spiritual evolution. 
 
 
1.2.6.4. Scientology 
 
"Past lives" is a key part of the principles and practices of the Church of Scientology. 
Scientologists believe that the human individual is actually an immortal spiritual entity that 
has fallen into a degraded state as a result of past-life experiences. Scientology auditing is 
intended to free the person of these past-life traumas and recover past-life memory, leading to 
a higher state of spiritual awareness. This idea is echoed in their highest fraternal religious 
order, the Sea Organization, whose motto is "Revenimus" or "We Come Back", and whose 
members sign a "billion-year contract" as a sign of commitment to that ideal.  
 
The first writings in Scientology regarding past lives date from around 1951 and slightly 
earlier. In 1960, Hubbard – the founder of Scientology - published a book on past lives 
entitled Have You Lived Before This Life. In 1968 he wrote Mission Into Time, a report on a 
five-week sailing expedition to Sardinia, Sicily and Carthage to see if specific evidence could 
be found to substantiate L. Ron Hubbard's recall of incidents in his own past, centuries ago. 
 
 
1.2.6.5. Eckankar 
 
Eckankar offers a mix of Eastern and Western thought, and reincarnation is a basis of this 
teaching. It teaches that the soul is eternal, and that it either chooses an incarnation for 
growth, or that an incarnation is given to it because of Karma.  
 
 
1.2.6.6. Seth and Jane Roberts 
 
Seth, a discarnate entity channelled by the psychic Jane Roberts from 1963 to 1984, said that 
both humans and animals reincarnate, after death they move on to other planes of existence. 
He said that time is a "root assumption" of the physical plane, and that all lives are actually 
lived simultaneously in a "spacious present" which includes all past and future events. 
According to Seth, humans are multi-dimensional beings who have inner selves, outer selves 
or egos, and dreaming selves (among others). With each new life, a new outer ego is born 
which, when it dies, becomes part of the gestalt of souls which constitutes the entire self. 

 
 

1.2.6.7. W.B. Yeats 
 
Irish poet and Nobel Laureate William Butler Yeats proposed a novel theory of reincarnation 
in his occult treatise “A Vision”. According to Yeats’ view reincarnation does not occur 
within a framework of linear time. Rather, all of a person’s past and future lives are 
happening at once, in an eternal now moment; and the decisions made in any of these 
lifetimes influence all of the other lives (and are influenced by them). 
 



And this is very close to our own conclusions, leading us logically to the next part of our 
work, which is concerned with the achievements in physics related to the subject of this 
research. 



 
1.3. Relativity 

 
Natural sciences always had a great influence on philosophy and on the way we see the world. 
Until the age of the Renaissance there was no clear distinction between philosophy and 
science. Speculations about physics and astronomy were among the favourite topics of the 
natural philosophers of antiquity and continued to flourish until the time of Copernicus. The 
desire to explore the starry heavens and to reveal its secrets is probably as old as mankind 
itself. However, the advances in this discipline were forgotten until recently, when the re-
invention of the telescope in the 17th century took place. This Section deals with the 
accomplishments of the 20th century physics in the world of the largest structures, such as 
galaxies and stars, while section 2.2. is devoted to the smallest structures, such as atoms and 
particles. First we take a closer look at Relativity in particular, which has given us amazing 
new insights into the concept of Oneness. These discoveries have inspired us to look at the 
ideas outlined in the previous Sections of this work from a new perspective and grasp the 
hidden truth beneath. 
 
 

1.3.1. Special Relativity 
 
Einstein's Relativity differs from classical relativity, because of the way he looked at time. 
Before Einstein, people thought time to be absolute, which is to say that one big clock 
measures the time for the entire universe. Consequently one hour on Earth would be one hour 
on Mars, or one hour in another galaxy. However, there was a problem with this concept. In 
an absolute time frame the speed of light cannot be constant. Roemer found that the speed of 
light is finite and has a certain, quantifiable velocity (usually abbreviated with "c").  

Numerous attempts were made at reconciling these discrepancies, yet they were all 
unsuccessful, until Einstein solved the dilemma with his famous paper “On the 
Electrodynamics of Moving Bodies” in 1905, in which he developed his Special Relativity 
Theory. It is a matter of common experience that one can describe the position of a point in 
space by three numbers, or coordinates. For the purpose of explaining the relativistic model, 
Einstein added time as a fourth component to the coordinate system, and the resulting 
construct is called spacetime. Just as there is an infinite number of 3-D reference frames in 
Galilean relativity, there is an infinite number of 4-D spacetime reference frames in Einstein's 
theory. Einstein put an end to absolute time. The revolutionary insight lies in the 
conclusion that the flow of time in the universe does indeed differ depending on one's 
reference frame. 

The term "time dilation" is one of the most enthralling aspects of Relativity. It might evoke 
images of Salvadore Dali's timepieces hanging on twigs, however, time dilation is all but 
surrealistic. As stated earlier, if the speed of light is constant, time cannot be constant. In fact, 
it doesn't make sense to speak of time as being constant or absolute, when we think of it as 
one dimension of spacetime. Special Relativity states that time is measured according to the 
relative velocity of the reference frame it is measured in.  
 
As it can be seen from the function below, the effect of time dilation is negligible for common 
speeds, such as that of a car or even a jet plane, but it increases dramatically when one gets 
close to the speed of light. Very close to c, time virtually stands still for the outside observer. 
 



 
 
Let’s remember at this point, how Sinnett described the flow of time in the “world of effects” 
(between incarnations): “That which passes naturally into the world of effects after an 
incarnation in the world of causes is the individual unit or spiritual monad; but the personality 
just dissolved passes there with it, to an extent dependent on the qualifications of such 
personality. The period to be spent in the world of effects - enormously longer in each case 
than the life which has paved the way for existence there - corresponds to the “hereafter” or 
heaven of ordinary theology.”  
 
Looking from the Earth spacetime frame, the spiritual monad spends enormously longer time 
in the “world of effects” than in the “world of causes”. Looking to the “world of causes” from 
the “world of effects”, the lifespan on the Earth is like a “wink of an eye” (see Section 2.3.). 
 
According to the above formula, this can happen, when the monad’s velocity is close to the 
speed of light. When we speak about the high velocities, we think that it is not about our life, 
because we cannot reach them in any practical way. And this is another habitual track, as it 
slips our mind that all our real existence is in those velocities. Each cell of our body consists 
of atoms, which electrons are spinning with those high frequencies. We live on the planet 
which is spinning around its axis at 1000 Miles per Hour, while rotating around the Sun at 
67,000 miles per hour. It is just another term which we use describing the high velocities. The 
term is vibration frequency. In metaphysical dimensions the vibration frequency stands for the 
velocity. The vibration frequency of a soul is its predominant existence mode, or plainly 
speaking – interests: the more material they are – the lower is the frequency, the more 
spiritual they are – the higher the frequency of vibration.  
 
We can draw a conclusion, that the lower the vibration frequency of the personality that is 
attached to the monad, the lower their velocity, the shorter (from the point of view of the 
theoretical stationary observer) the period they spend in the world of effects, the sooner they 
return, as their interests are connected with the material world they just left. This coincides 
with all the observations and teachings on reincarnation.  
 
 

1.3.2. General Relativity  
 
This theory, published in 1916, redefines the concept of space itself. In contrast to the 
Euclidean space in which Newton’s laws apply, Einstein proposed that space itself might be 



curved. The curvature of space, or better spacetime, is due to massive objects in it, such as the 
sun, which warp space around their gravitational centre. In such a space, the motion of objects 
can be described in terms of geometry rather than in terms of external forces. For example, a 
planet orbiting the Sun can be thought of as moving along a "straight" trajectory in a curved 
space that is bent around the Sun. 
 
This leads to the conclusion that being dwellers of the Solar system, we are trapped within the 
spacetime coordinates set by its cosmic bodies. In reality what we experience as our 
physical environment is a distortion of spacetime coordinates by the gravity of the Sun 
and its orbiting planets. This distortion is sensed by us as three-dimensional space and 
linear time. 
 
Interestingly, while time expands from the perspective of the stationary observer, space 
contracts from the perspective of the moving observer. This phenomenon is known as 
Lorentz contraction.  
 
The effect of time dilation has been experimentally confirmed thanks to very precise caesium 
clocks that can measure extremely small periods of time.  
 
If we apply this observation to the metaphysical dimensions according to the Hermetical Law 
of Correspondence, it will explain, why the highly developed spiritual beings (high vibration 
frequency meaning high velocity in physical terms) can travel through space (between 
galaxies) in no time. 
 
 

1.3.3. Kant: Space and Time are Properties of Thought 
 
The German philosopher Immanuel Kant (1724-1804) maintained that time and space are a 
priori particulars, i.e. they are properties of perception and thought imposed on the human 
mind by nature. This view of space and time also introduces new problems. It divides the 
world into a phenomenal reality sphere and a noumenal reality sphere.  
 
 

1.3.4. Life in a Spacetime Cubicle 
 
From Relativity we learn that time and space are seemingly independent of human 
experience, as the example of time dilation suggests. Since our own perception of time and 
space is bound to a single reference frame, time appears to be constant and absolute to us. 
Physics teaches us that this is an illusion and that our perception deceived us within living 
memory. Thanks to Einstein, we are now able to draw relativistic spacetime diagrams, 
compute gravitational fields, and predict trajectories through the four-dimensional spacetime 
continuum. Still, we are hardly able to visualize this spacetime continuum, or deal with it in 
practical terms, because human consciousness is bound to the human body, which is in turn 
bound to a single reference frame. We live within the confinements of our own spacetime 
cubicle. 
 
The idea of the material world being illusory is a very ancient one that comes up again and 
again, all through history and all around the world. Plato compared the material world with 
shadows projected onto the walls of a darkened cave. Spending our mortal lives within the 
cave we only ever see the shadows. We never see the greater reality that exists outside the 



cave or the objects that we only see the shadows of. What an exact metaphor of a spacetime 
cubicle!  
 
Considering that in Relativity spacetime is independent of human perception, the Kantian 
understanding of space and time as a priori particulars seems to be obsolete. They are no 
longer properties of perception, but properties of nature itself. But there is more trouble 
looming for Kant. Relativity stretches the distinction between phenomenal reality, i.e. that 
which can be experienced, and noumenal reality, i.e. that which is purely intelligible and non-
sensory, to a degree where these concepts almost appear grotesque. For example, the question 
arises, whether time dilation falls into the noumenal or phenomenal category? Since it can be 
measured, it must be phenomenal; however, since human perception is bound to a single 
reference frame, it must also be noumenal. The distinction between noumenal and 
phenomenal is thus blurred and possibly invalidated. 
 
We shall come back to this point in Section 2.2.6. of our work and look at it in a different 
light. 
 
We can attempt to imagine relativistic events with the help of appropriate mathematical 
models, but cannot experience them directly in the physical dimension. Thanks to Einstein, 
we are able to look beyond the phenomenal reality of space and time, and we understand that 
there is more to it than commonsense perception tells us. Einstein has freed our mind from 
the spacetime cubicle. 
 



 
1.4. Oneness from a New Perspective 

 
The freedom from the four-dimensional limitations can be experienced first on the mental and 
spiritual levels. Let’s use this freedom and throw a glimpse at the concept of Oneness in the 
light of the information presented in the previous sections of this research. 
 
We now dispose of the great tools that illuminate the subject from an unexpected side and 
show to us the simplicity and at the same time the greatness of the concept of Oneness. 
 
Our world religions say that all life came out of one source. However, after that we are many. 
We are brothers and sisters, who have a common Father/Mother – God. Various traditions 
describe it in different ways, but the general outlook is similar. Only Advaita Vedanta holds a 
unique concept: “Brahman is real. The Universe is unreal. Brahman and Atman are One.” 
(Atma Bodha, Shankaracharya). That means plainly that we are One God. This does not mean 
that all the souls of human beings added together comprise God. No. This means that each 
and every one of us is the One and only reality that is God. How do we understand that? We 
are so different! 
 
The clue to this question lies in the theory of relativity, which says that time is not constant, 
but depends on the velocity of the system. In relativistic contexts time cannot be separated 
from the three dimensions of space, because the rate at which time passes depends on an 
object's velocity relative to the speed of light, and also the strength of gravitational field 
which can slow down the passage of time, and as such is dependant on the state of motion of 
the observer, and is therefore not universal. TIME IS SUBJECTIVE. In this way relativity has 
a conjunction with the quantum mechanics, which will be dealt with in Section 2. 
 
We are all tricked by the illusory concept of space and time, which belongs to the material 
world reflected in our mind. In spite of the scientific proofs that our four-dimensional world 
(spacetime) seize to exist at higher velocities (or vibration frequencies), this concept of linear 
time and three dimensional space sits so deep in our group soul (see Section 4), that following 
the established and esoteric schools of thought, we are still thinking in terms of time, when we 
consider the Genesis, or reincarnation.  
 
Let us remember now, what relativism tells us: the flow of time in the universe differs 
depending on one’s reference frame. And that was measured for the physical plane alone. And 
what do we know about our physical plane? That spacetime is curved around the gravitational 
centre of Sun. Is it not a scientific proof of the metaphysical postulate that our material world 
is an illusion?  
 
In fact space and time is a construction used in order to gain manifold experience 
through numerous incarnations.  
 
 

1.4.1. Who am I? Who are We? 
 

What happens with the time, when we are between our incarnations? Does it flow as it used to 
flow when we were alive, on the physical plane of the Earth? Not at all. As we know, the 
higher the dimension, the closer to the absolute Reality we are, the lower the dimension 
(physical), the stronger is the illusory component. 



 
When we are not incarnated, we are closer to the Reality, that means that time can be ruled 
the way we vibrate, as it happens in our dreams. The faster vibration we emanate, the higher 
we rise in dimensions, the less gravitation force we experience, - the closer to the Reality we 
move. It is wrong to think that while we’re between incarnations, time on the physical plane 
still goes on the way it did when we were there. All the past, present and future are truly just 
here and now. 
 
Our vibrations bring us back to an incarnation on the physical plane and determine the place, 
time and circumstances of our birth with the aim to gain further experience. It follows that 
seem from the physical plane, our next incarnation can take place after the present one, 
before it or during our present incarnation; it can take place in the same family, or 
country, or on another continent. This is probably nothing new, but it is a key to the new 
understanding of Oneness: 
 
if we allow generalization and remember Tat Twam Asi, does it not come clear that all the 
beings that ever existed, or exist at present, or will ever exist – are ONE AND THE SAME, 
collecting experience and evolving through its various manifestations in its quest to know 
Itself?   
 
On the face of it the vision of Oneness seems too theoretical, lacking the potential for 
practical application. But imagine how much humanity will change when it becomes part of 
our group mind, and later – of the group soul (see Section 4).  
 
We will know/feel/see/understand that anybody we encounter is We Ourself, collecting 
another folder of experience files. Imagine how helpful We’ll be to every other person, 
knowing that he/she is Us! Imagine how compassionate we’ll become. We’ll never encounter 
betrayal, ill will, jealousy, envy, anger, hatred, because each of Us will know deep in our 
group soul that We are One and the same Soul manifesting here as different personalities to 
learn better and faster. Without the danger of an evil attack, We shall easily acquire the 
positive behavioural patterns and lose the negative ones. We shall gradually become holy in 
our mind and actions, We shall acquire the magical powers, or “siddhis”, which manifest 
when the cosmic energy shines through a pure crystal. 
 
We shall become One with the Angelic beings, who are said not to have personal distinctions, 
or personal consciousness. We shall raise onto the level of angels. This would be “The 
Quantum Leap”.  
 
The numerous spirits inhabiting the subtler planes are Our projections, thoughts, which 
acquired the energy to become “separate beings”, or Our “previous” or “next” manifestations. 
The higher We move on planes, the less “inhabitants” We encounter. We can meet only “the 
Teachers” on high planes, which are actually other manifestations of Ourselves. It is only 
from the lower planes that We see the Evolution and Involution of the Universe as a 
phenomenon. When We are up on the highest plane, the Days and Nights of God do not exist, 
as well as the Rhythm. We project them in order to manifest and know Ourself.  
 
The pronoun We starting with the capital letter is being used as a synonym of God, the 
Universe, the All, I, You and all the other personal pronouns. 
 
Our idea of One shows that each of us is one and the same soul taken at different modes of its 
development. Since we are not familiar with this idea, we go on projecting other beings 



around us, on higher planes too, separating ourselves mentally from them, whereby we are all 
one and the same God, or Universal Soul at various steps and stages of collecting experience. 
 
The last, 7th paragraph of the last, 7th Stanza of the Book of Dzyan, which is given in full in 
the Appendix, says exactly the same in a direct way. It is not a parabola. Though the text 
seems to be a poetical allegory, it is not. The “Flame” is the life form of the first wave, the 
Archangels are called the Lords of Flame, the “Spark” is the higher Self of human beings: 
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Conclusion  to Section 1 and introduction to Section 2. 
 
Section 1 was devoted to the first part of the God’s name – Eheieh, YHVH, Yahweh, or 
Jehovah, which is usually translated into English as I AM. We have discussed the nominal 
part of the concept – the “I” part. We have shown, that any and every one of Us is this I. 
 
Section 2 will elucidate the predicate of the concept – the “AM” part. What is Our technique 
of Being in manifestation? How do We create universes? How do We transform them?

2.1. Creation Stories 
 

The idea of Oneness can be found in many tales of creation, whereby the Creator is the one 
and only Source of All. Creation is viewed as the act of God by which the universe came into 
being. Here is a brief outline of the well known creation story as given in the Book of 
Genesis. The texts are not quoted, as they are always available. 
 
 

2.1.1. The Old Testament 
 

 
 
Genesis, the first book in the Bible, is the narrative account of beginnings — of the world, of 
the community of Israel, of faith. It is a theological statement, claiming that all real 
beginnings are wrought by the purpose and speech of Yahweh, the God of Israel.  
 
The Bible’s chief account of creation is that in Gen. 1:1-2:3 (or 2:4a). This text is generally 
attributed to a sixth-century b.c. priest, who radically changed (demythologized) the origin of 



the cosmos depicted in the poetic accounts current in the ancient Near East (the Ugaritic Baal 
epic and Babylonian Enuma Elish). Instead of divine combat and struggle with a wilful 
primordial matter — motifs otherwise abundant in biblical poetry — we find a sole, sovereign 
master of the universe directing the work of creation by verbal command and a freely 
determined plan. God is here shown making the world in six days and resting on the seventh 
(Exod. 20:11).  
 
On the first day God created light and darkness, night and day; on the second, the firmament 
separating earthly and heavenly waters; on the third, dry land and vegetation; on the fourth, 
the heavenly luminaries of the sun (‘greater luminary’) for ruling the day and the moon (chief 
‘lesser luminary’) for ruling the night; on the fifth, sea creatures and birds; and on the sixth, 
land creatures and humans. The first three days present frameworks of the cosmos, the last 
three their respective inhabitants. 
 
The first half of the Garden story (Gen. 2) presents another, probably older, view of creation. 
The order of creation is here reversed: man appears first (2:7), plants and animals later (19-
20). Woman is created separately (2:22), instead of simultaneously with the male as in 1:26-
27.  
 
The mystical background of the Old Testament is contained in Qabalah (one of many 
transliterations of hebr.  �������), which literally means “receiving”. We are not going to convey 
the whole Qabalistic teaching of the Tree of Life in this work, but give a concise outline of the 
process of “Spirit in manifestation” as it is viewed by modern Qabalists. Dion Fortune – an 
outstanding 20th century occultist with a Qabalistic background – has “received” a “Cosmic 
Doctrine”, which conveys the creation story in a somewhat geometrical way. Metaphors are 
used to clarify the vision. Below is given a brief point-by-point outline of the teaching of the 
Western occult tradition on Manifestation.  
 

 
2.1.2. The Cosmic Doctrine 

 
Here we deal with the term “the Great Unmanifest”. Its manifestation is invoked by Its desire, 
or inner necessity to know Itself. It can get to know Itself when it “sees” Itself in action. This 
action is Its reflection, or projection.  
 

1. The Great Unmanifest is given a symbolic image of still Space. 
2. Another metaphor is a current in Space – the first manifestation. 
3. The duality of still Space and the “Space moving” is like movement and inertia, the 

interaction of which causes the movement to deviate from the straight line and 
eventually return to the initial point. This circle of movement is called the Ring 
Cosmos. 

4. The reaction of the still Space to that spinning ring motion produces another 
movement perpendicular to the Ring Cosmos. The second ring is called “the Ring 
Chaos”. 

5. Ring Chaos affects Ring Cosmos in that the latter turns over its axis and describes a 
sphere. This third movement of the Ring Cosmos is called Ring-Pass-Not, because it 
outlines the boundaries of manifestation. 

6. The three rings activate the inner space and inner currents are built up, flowing from 
the centre to the Ring-Pass-Not and back, thus the central point is marked as the point 
of communication between the Unmanifest and Manifest. There are 12 such currents. 



(Pay attention to this important central point. We shall return to it in Section 2.4. 
of our study. Various schools of thought, including science, give it their own 
names.) 

7. The 12 currents set up stresses among each other, forming concentric rings of 
movement, which are 7 in number. Those are planes of manifestation. 

8. The currents and the concentric rings move at angles, at which whirls of moving 
forces form up vortices. That is the birth of a Cosmic Atom. Such Cosmic Atoms are 
made up of various movements and forces, thus having differentiation according to 
type. They form associations and build up Composite Atoms of varying degree of 
complexity. 

9. Atoms are affected by centrifugal and centripetal forces, which make them move 
along the 12 current streams. The most complicated Atoms move towards the Ring-
Pass-Not. After they have accumulated all the possible cosmic experience, the state of 
equilibrium is reached and they congregate about the Centre, finishing the evolution. 
This state is called the Night of God. 

10. The Will to manifest gives another push to a new current, and the Day of God starts 
again. The Travelling Atoms have a strong sphere of attraction, therefore on their way 
towards the Ring-Pass-Not they attract atomic matter in every plane they pass, thus 
gathering 7 envelopes around themselves, when approaching the Ring-Pass-Not.  

11. The Complexity of the structure and the full knowledge of Cosmos create the 
conditions of the further inner development of the Travelling Atom, which results in a 
Great Entity, capable of creating and sustaining its own Universe according to the 
same Cosmic Laws. Such Great Entities are called Logoi. An example of the physical 
manifestation of a Logos is our Solar System. 

12. The Travelling Atoms of the Cosmos are the initial structures of life. They are also the 
“Divine Sparks”. Man is an eternal Divine Spark, of the same cosmic origin as Logos. 
Through manifestations nature developed to create a physical prototype that could be 
used to hold individual consciousness. Man is that physical vehicle of Spirit. Man has 
that individual consciousness like Spirit does. Now the Divine Plan is for Man to 
develop into incarnated God. That involves expanding consciousness into oneness 
with Self. 

13. Divine Sparks and the Solar Logos (a Great Entity) are of the same nature, the former 
being less developed in time. The Great Entity cannot create a universe without Divine 
Sparks. Divine Sparks can do without a Great Entity. Without being attracted to a 
Great Entity they would have evolved to become one. However, being part of a Great 
Entity gives them a great opportunity to evolve at a much higher level of 
sophistication. 

 
All that happens in the mind of One Spirit. Cosmos is a projection of the Great Unmanifest. 
The whole process is rhythmically conditioned. That means that there are periods of 
evolution, when Spirit is in manifestation, and periods of involution, when the manifestation 
is drawn back into the unmanifest state, and there are periods of Night, when the Great 
Unmanifest rests within. 
 
Here again pay attention to the idea of time. Periods of time follow one another, as we 
observe the process of manifestation from the point of view of a manifested result, from a 
denser spacetime frame. 
 
 



2.1.3. Cosmic Evolution according to the Book of Dzyan 
 

The appendix of the present study contains the English translation of the seven Stanzas of the 
Book of Dzyan, for reference. Here is a short outline of the Stanzas. The interpretation of the 
message in the view of the present research will be given in Section 2.3.of the present 
research. 
 
In the commentaries to the Stanzas H.P. Blavatsky (“The Secret Doctrine”) compares the 
history of cosmic evolution to an abstract algebraic formula. The seven Stanzas represent the 
seven terms of this formula. They refer to and describe the seven great stages of the 
evolutionary process, which are spoken of in the Purânas as the "Seven Creations," and in the 
Bible as the "Days" of Creation. In the previous section we mentioned the seven concentric 
rings around the centre, which are the planes of manifestation. 
 
The first two Stanzas describe the state of the ONE ALL during Pralaya (the Night of God), 
before the first flutter of re-awakening manifestation.  
 
Stanza III. describes the Re-awakening of the Universe to life after Pralaya. It depicts the 
emergence of the "Monads" from their state of absorption within the ONE - the earliest and 
highest stage in the formation of "Worlds," the term Monad being one which may apply 
equally to the vastest Solar System or the tiniest atom. Remember, that the Cosmoc Doctrine 
mentions that the “Cosmic Atoms” (or Travelling Atoms”) and “Divine Sparks” are of the 
same cosmic origin. Those are the same things expressed with different terms. This point is 
very important in the light of the present study, as will be seen from the conclusions of 
Section 2.4. 
 
Stanza IV describes the stage of evolution which is spoken of in Hindu mythology as the 
"Creation" of the Gods. 
 
In Stanza V. the process of world-formation is described: — First, diffused Cosmic Matter, 
then the fiery "whirlwind" - the first stage in the formation of a nebula. That nebula 
condenses, and after passing through various transformations forms a Solar Universe, a 
planetary chain, or a single planet, as the case may be. 
 
The subsequent stages in the formation of a "World" are indicated in Stanza VI., which brings 
the evolution of such a world down to its fourth great period, corresponding to the period in 
which we are now living (see 2.1.4.). 
 
Stanza VII. continues the history, tracing the descent of life down to the appearance of Man.  
 
We shall quote from the Book and go into some details of the teaching in Section 2.4. of this 
research. 
 
 

2.1.4. Life Waves 
 

It was in the 19th century when Europe was first surprised by the ancient oriental teaching of 
life waves. The great evolutionary life-wave sweeps round and round the seven worlds which 
compose the planetary chain of which our earth is a part. The theory was presented by A.P. 
Sinnett in his book “Esoteric Buddhism”. 
 



“Imagine seven circles (representing the worlds) arranged on a ring. Call them A,B,C etc. 
Circle (or globe) D stands for our earth. The kingdoms of Nature as known to occultists are 
seven in number, three having to do with astral and elementary forces, preceding the grosser 
material kingdoms in the order of their development. Kingdom 1 evolves on globe A, and 
passes on to B, as kingdom 2 begins to involve on A. Carry out this system and it will be seen 
that kingdom 1 is evolving on globe G, while kingdom 7, the human kingdom, is evolving on 
globe A. There is no eighth kingdom to engage the activities of globe A. The great processes 
of evolution have culminated in the final tidal-wave of humanity, which, as it sweeps on, 
leaves a temporary lethargy of Nature behind. When the life-wave goes on to B, in fact, globe 
A passes for the time into a state of obscuration. This state is not one of decay, dissolution, or 
anything that can be called death. The obscuration of a world is a suspension of its activity.” 
 
Sinnett took the 7 “globes” literally as planets. However, if we see them as the seven planes of 
manifestation, the vision becomes clear and logical. We descend the seven levels one after 
another. There are 7 “barriers” that “separate” us from our core - God. When We manifest on 
the seventh, physical plane, the previous planes are in “obscuration”. That’s why we do not 
realise that we function there, when we are physical. 
 
Here we shall not go into the details of the process. Interesting is the vision of the great life-
wave on the Earth. 
 
“In the evolution of man on any one plane as on all, there is a descending and an ascending 
arc; spirit, involving itself into matter, and matter evolving itself into spirit. The lowest or 
most material point in the cycle thus becomes the inverted apex of physical intelligence, 
which is the masked manifestation of spiritual intelligence. Each round of mankind evolved 
on the downward arc must thus be more physically intelligent than its predecessor, and each 
in the upward arc must be invested with a more refined form of mentality commingled with 
greater spiritual intuitiveness. In the first round therefore we find man, a relatively ethereal 
being compared even on earth with the state he has now attained here, not intellectual, but 
super-spiritual. Like the animal and vegetable shapes around him, he inhabits an immense but 
loosely organized body. In the second round he is still gigantic and ethereal, but growing 
firmer and more condensed in body - a more physical man, but still, less intelligent than 
spiritual. In the third round he has developed a perfectly concrete and compacted body, at first 
the form rather of a giant ape than of a true man, but with intelligence coming more and more 
into the ascendant. In the last half of the third round his gigantic stature decreases, his body 
improves in texture, and he begins to be a rational man. In the fourth round intellect, now 
fully developed, achieves enormous progress. The earliest races with which the round begins, 
acquire human speech as we understand it. At the halfway point of the fourth round here, the 
polar point of the whole seven-world period is passed. From this point outwards the spiritual 
Ego begins its real struggle with body and mind to manifest its transcendental powers. In the 
fifth round the struggle continues, but the transcendental faculties are largely developed, 
though the struggle between these on the one hand with physical intellect and propensity is 
fiercer than ever, for the intellect of the fifth round, as well as its spirituality, is an advance on 
that of the fourth. In the sixth round humanity attains a degree of perfection both of body and 
soul, of intellect and spirituality, which ordinary mortals of the present epoch will not readily 
realize in their imaginations. The most supreme combinations of wisdom, goodness, and 
transcendental enlightenment which the world has ever seen or thought of will represent the 
ordinary type of manhood. Those faculties which now, in the rare efflorescence of a 
generation, enable some extraordinary gifted persons to explore the mysteries of Nature and 
gather the knowledge will then be the common property of all. As to what the seventh round 
will be like, the most communicative occult teachers are solemnly silent. Mankind in the 



seventh round will be something altogether too God-like for mankind in the fourth round to 
forecast its attributes.” 
 
Each round is specially allotted to the predominance of one of the seven principles in man, 
and in the regular order of their upward gradation. 
 
At present we are going through the fifth race of our fourth round. And yet the evolution of 
that fifth race began about a million of Earth years ago. Each race of seven which go to make 
up a round is itself subject to subdivision.  
 
Sinnett offers calculations and figures, showing the time span of races and rounds, as well as 
numbers of incarnations within each period. The calculations, though accurate they might be, 
cannot reveal the reality. They show, how our mind works to set up the illusion we live in. On 
the physical plane for the stationary observer the evolution of the physical part of nature has 
taken place within the grid described by Sinnett. (See Section 1.3. of the present research). He 
speaks not only about the time spans, but also about the geographical changes of the planet 
(see below). Such information has captured the minds of people for centuries, taking their 
attention away from looking into the causative reality – the non-physical world. 
 
Interesting to mention is that according to Sinnett’s sources, the proper home of the fourth 
race, which directly preceded our own, was the lost Atlantis. But the great island, the 
destruction of which is spoken of by Plato, was really but the last remnant of the continent. 
“In the Eocene age, even in its very first part, the great cycle of the fourth race men, the 
Atlanteans, had already reached its highest point, and the great continent, the father of nearly 
all the present continents, showed the first symptoms of sinking - a process that occupied it 
down to 11,446 years ago, when its last island, that, translating its vernacular name, we may 
call with propriety Poseidonis, went down with a crash.” 
 
“Lemuria” (a former continent stretching southwards from India across what is now the 
Indian Ocean, but connected with Atlantis, for Africa was not then in existence) “should no 
more be confounded with the Atlantis continent than Europe with America. Both sank and 
were drowned, with their high civilizations and ‘gods;’ yet between the two catastrophes a 
period of about 700,000 years elapsed, Lemuria flourishing and ending her career just about 
that lapse of time before the early part of the Eocene age, since its race was the third. Behold 
the relics of that once great nation in some of the flat-headed aborigines of your Australia.” 
 
Why not admit that our present continents have, like Lemuria and Atlantis, been several times 
already submerged, and had the time to reappear again, and bear their new groups of mankind 
and civilization; and that at the first great geological upheaval at the next cataclysm, in the 
series of periodical cataclysms that occur from the beginning to the end of every round, our 
already autopsied continents will go down, and the Lemurias and Atlantises come up again? 
 
 

2.1.5. The Lost Teachings of Atlantis 
 
Following is the way John Peniel quotes the teaching of the Children of the Law of One in his 
book “The Lost Teachings of Atlantis”: 
 

Know your true self, and you will know the true story. Know 
your whole self, and you will know the wholeness of the truth. 

All is One. There is no other. Thus it always was, and 



thus it always shall remain. 
 

We once experienced only Oneness. One being, with no divisions 
or separate parts. There was no “time”, no “space”, nothing 

other than the Us. 
 

The first paragraph is a perfect formula of the subject of the present paper. 
 
The second paragraph gives the indispensable tip, where to look for the reason, why we do 
not experience the Oneness any more. As it has been shown in Section 1, it is this very 
illusion – the “time” and “space” of our manifested state that diverted our perception from the 
truth of Oneness.  
 
The phenomenon of time and space is itself the manifestation of our conscious construction of 
the way, how to fulfil Ourself through multiple incarnations. It is in itself a proof of the power 
of consciousness over matter. 
 
Further on the narration follows along the common tracks, and that testifies, that our 
consciousness cannot anymore get out of our time and space confinement. 
 

When you are only One, there is only you, nothing “else” to 
interact with. In order to experience interaction - to experience 

being with someone “else”, to experience “play”, the One 
divided within itself, duplicating the One, thus creating many 

Ones, many Beings, within the One. 
 

Still One being - now in many parts were we - capable of 
“pretending” to be other than One, while still being One in harmonious 

consciousness. 
 

By Vibration was it done - division, multiplication, and 
expansion of the One. Set into motion, were vibrations throughout 

the Universe. On it went, dividing, multiplying, creating new 
aspects of vibration through the overtones of harmony and ripples 

of the interacting vibratory reflections. Created this 
many new things, and also initiated the “time” and “space”. 

 
Each of us were the entity of the One, the entirety of the 
One - the dark, the light, the stars, the planets - all of us 

macrocosms of the One. In “clusters”, “groups”, WE WERE in all 
directions. WE BEING the entire UNIVERSE, we then roamed 
OURSELVES, as consciousnesses, as beings, that cannot be 

described or understood by the present Earth consciousness. Yet 
describe I will try, as best I can. 

 
This is a modern interpretation of an ancient text. “The present Earth consciousness” at that 
time differs from the present Earth consciousness today. With the help of modern scientific 
discoveries we are able to look at the things from a different perspective. That is exactly what 
we have done in section 1.4. Important is to keep in mind that All is One. There is no other. 
Thus it always was, and thus it always shall remain. 
 



Our existence was (as close as you can comprehend in your 
present consciousness) as beings of spirit - energy - light, star 
groups, “solar” systems, the groups that be the foundation of 
vibratory frequency in creating the physical plane, of matter, 

the appearances there, and that which forms the bodies of that 
plane. Unattached, ever flowing with the flows of the Universal 

One were we, enjoying all the wonders of our new creation. 
Our consciousness, both semi-separate from, yet still One 

with, the entire creation of the Universe, allowed us the experiencing 
of new and different things. But within this new creation 
were the “material planes”. These were the realms in 

which existed the most “dense”, or “slowest” spectrum of vibrations. 
There were many “material planes” throughout the 

Universe, the Earth being just one.” 
 

Before the narration flows further, notice the important point for our work: the use of tenses. 
The powerful, precise and expressive description of the concept of ONE is given in the past 
tense, the ONE being regarded as our Source. That’s the way our mind tricks us away from 
grasping the reality. It pulls us into the materialistic logics of the course of things in time and 
space. Further comes the story of our manifestation on the Earth, and as it is rare and 
unknown information, explaining how separation entered Our consciousness, we’ll quote it in 
full. 

 
“The story I am about to tell, is only of those who manifested 

in the realm of the Earth. But others of us manifested 
in the material planes of other solar systems. Some are 

now of the higher consciousness, kindred beings are they from 
other worlds. But some from other worlds are of the selfish 

and “evil”. 
 

When we came upon the world of the Earth, we had no 
comparison, no experience of the like, no expectation of what 

would be. The first group of us to discover this “material 
plane” were in awe of the new sensations it offered. This first 

group, or first wave of souls to materialize, was the first to 
enter the vibrational spectrum of ‘matter’, in the time-space of 
the Earth. They experienced such pleasure from “playing” in it, 

that they projected themselves deeply into matter, in thought forms 
(ed. note: Using thought to create a body) that were the MOST 

STIMULATING, the MOST SENSATIONAL - those of 
the animal realm creations. In creating these bodies, assorted 
aspects of different animals were often combined to achieve 

what they thought would be very desirable blends - Bird 
head/human bodies, Horse body/human head, Goat head/human 

body, Fish tail/human torso - and many, many more variations. 
(Author’s note: these would much later become known in Greek and Roman mythology by 
many names - Centaurs, Minotaurs, Mermaids, etc.) 

Unfortunately, these ones, our close kindred, had no way of 
knowing that as soon as they “hardened” their thought-forms 

into matter, becoming these creatures, that they would lose all 
awareness, all consciousness, of most things beyond their new 



bodies and their immediate environment. They became trapped 
in these forms. The seven ports were closed, cutting 

off their contact of the full vibrational spectrum, and thus all 
their perceptions and interactions were thus based only on the 
limited vibrations they could detect through only five vibrational 

sensors. These five “senses” could only monitor very limited 
frequency bands of the full Universal vibrational spectrum  

- and even in that they focused on only those vibrations relevant 
to the material plane of existence, leaving these “humanimals” 

without any senses of the spiritual planes of existence. 
 

Cut off from the consciousness of the One, and thus the very 
Universe itself, the humanimals experienced animal consciousness, 

but the beings inhabiting these forms were not animals, and 
originally of angelic consciousness. The combination of the 

consciousness that was meant to be of a higher form, blended 
with the animal consciousness, was a very inharmonious and disruptive 

mix. They lost the purity of animal consciousness, and 
the purity of spiritual consciousness. So this was a new kind of 
consciousness that was foreign to the animal realm. This new 

consciousness was “separate consciousness”, and was of a fixedfocus 
nature, and reverse-polarity in comparison to the consciousness 

of the One. Intelligence was also severely curtailed 
in the humanimals, being similar to the intelligence of the types 
of animals that they were “modelled” upon, but again, this was 

adversely afflicted by the negative effects of separate consciousness. 
Thus were the humanimals “stuck” in this limited 

plane - in limited forms, with limited intelligence, in a new limited 
consciousness. They didn’t “fit in” anywhere - they didn’t 

belong in the spiritual realms any longer, nor did they belong 
in Earth’s nature. Thus their introduction into the Earth plane 

was also disruptive and polluting to the flow of nature. 
 

Those of us who did not project ourselves into matter, were 
quite aware of the predicament and fates that had befallen our 

kin. From the vantage point of our natural, etheric state of 
existence, we were still of One mind, One being. Seeing part of 

us in such matter-bound prisons as the humanimals had become 
trapped in, was very painful - after all, the creatures were us, 

were our “sisterbrothers”, and their misfortune was our misfortune. 
In the terminology of some, they might also be called the 

first “fallen angels”, but they fell not of ill intent, but by virtue 
of ignorance of the purest kind. We decided to save them - no 

matter what the cost. We knew we could only do this if we 
could function on the same vibratory plane as they, so we too 

projected ourselves into thought-forms that could function 
within the realms of the Earth-Mother. 

 
Led by the great being who became known as the Atlantean 

Amiliaus, then known later as Thoth, and eventually well 
known as Jesus much later, the second wave of our entering into 



the planes of the Earth-Mother began. Careful to stay as 
beings free from the lower-vibratory planes, or “hardening” into 
the matter, we projected ourselves into the material plane with 
thought-form bodies that were semi-etheric - matter, but not 
matter. Thus were we still able to function on all vibrational 

frequencies of the Universal spectrum - free to enter or leave 
the limited spectrum of the material plane at will. But most 

importantly, we were very intent upon maintaining our consciousness 
of Oneness, so that we would not fall to the same 

fate as the humanimals. 
 

The manifestation was achieved more or less successfully, 
and as we became subject to the vibratory conditions which 

affect this realm, we saw the numerological representations of 
the physical plane, 2 and 5, appear in many aspects of our 
manifestation. For example, the beginnings of the 5 races 

occurred, and later, the 2 sexes, each being having 5 appendages 
(2 legs, 2 arms, 1 head), with 2 eyes, 2 ears, 2 legs, 2 of many 

organs, etc., and 5 fingers/toes on the arms and legs. 
 

Despite our precautions and great efforts, some of us still 
fared not as well as others, losing more consciousness and hardening 

more than others. Those who manifested in Atlantis with 
Amiliaus fared the best - but for many, this was to be short 

lived. 
 

Until this time, we were “composite” beings, macrocosms of 
the One. Our bodies were not as they are now. Our male and 

female elements had not yet separated - as composite beings we 
each had one body that contained both “sexes”, rather than the 

male and female bodies we have now. The “sexes” then, being just 
the inner and outer elements, and outflowing and inflowing 

parts of our whole being. These were “soulmate” groups as they 
are called now. Each composite being had different numbers of 

parts (a different number of “soulmates”) - each part a being 
itself, but fully as one with the whole being. We were like beings 

INWHICH planets orbit a star, or the atoms of matter in 
which elements of different polarity (male and female) are 

attracted to each other, each finding a place where they harmoniously 
function together within the whole, as one entity, one 

being. As such composite beings, we existed in a state of 
“Unselfish Love” - constant flow, outflowing/giving fully of our 

life energies to each element of ourselves, within ourselves, and 
receiving within ourselves - and without (in our relationship with 

the One, which each composite being also “orbited”, creating the 
even greater, ultimate composite being of the One). 

 
Now, for the first time, SOME of us had begun to separate 

within ourselves, manifesting as individual bodies representing 
the polarity elements. Bodies of opposite polarities then 

came into existence (male or female “sex”). 



The work of freeing the humanimals began. It was arduous 
and complex, but it proceeded well - at first. 

 
Unfortunately, the contamination of separateness slowly began 

to creep in. We started slowly “tasting” many of the things 
that had instantly trapped the humanimals. 

 
Divisions began to occur between Atlanteans, over opinions 

and desires. The next symptom of our dis-integration was upon 
us, and this disease would eventually bring down Atlantis. Even 

in this higher state of manifestation (which we thought would 
keep us safe from the loss of consciousness that plagued the 

humanimals), some of us succumbed to the lure of material sensation. 
Like the drug addict would behave with an unlimited supply 

of drugs, we began to delve more into the indulgences of this 
plane until we were lost in it - drowning in it. In the frenzy 

of our addiction to physical sensations, we disregarded all our 
precautions and wariness. Soon our thoughts and actions had 

“collected” matter from this material world that surrounded 
us... and hardened our thought-forms, making us matter-bound 

also. Our consciousness simultaneously slipped, and our gradual 
loss of consciousness of Oneness gave way to that new consciousness 

of predominant “separateness”. The consciousness of 
predominant “separateness” was foreign to us, a totally new 

experience. And along with this new consciousness came new 
emotions - some pleasurable and some painful. Strange new 

things like greed, envy, lust, excitement, fear, desire. 
 

Some of us vigorously strived to maintain a semblance of 
our consciousness of Oneness, along with the new consciousness, 
and we were able to experience the emotions without being ruled 

by them. Such were the Children of the Law of One. 
 

But others lost, or chose to deliberately suppress, even a 
glimmer of awareness of the One. These beings became lost, and 

enmeshed in separateness. Outside of the consciousness of 
Oneness, they became subject to being tossed to and fro by the 
tides of emotional onslaught, and ultimately became devoted to 

personal power and pleasure in this physical plane. These 
beings became known as the Sons of Belial (even if they were 

female). 
 

Take heed of the ancient warnings and prophecies about the 
Belialians: “Lizard-like are they - not in apparent physical 

description, but in spirit form, in the heart - in the soul. 
Beware even now of your lizard kin, for they rule the world, 

with greed, and without compassion, while maintaining ‘appearance’ 
of good and righteous. As MEN (& Women) do these Sons 
of Belial walk the Earth. Model citizens. Successful leaders 

who are the envy of the uninitiated. While some appear disgusting 
and strange to the eye, look not to see the ugliness of 



the Belialians with your eye, for some are handsome to the eye. 
 

SEE you will NOT, their TRUE lizard-like appearance with 
your earthly eyes. See their TRUE nature, you will, only with 

the inner-eye, or in glimpses from the corner of the eye.”. 
 

When this division came within the people of Atlantis, many 
things went awry, and turmoil began. To function harmoniously, 

beings need to have omni-presence - their vision MUST 
include the ‘whole’ picture. But when the ‘attention’ is fixed and 

focused in the reverse-polarity of separation, all that is seen 
are PARTS of the whole picture - those parts that are not 

filtered out by the illusions of separate consciousness. It is a 
limited view at best, and often is a lens distorted by emotions. 

 
Without awareness of the “whole” picture, and the guidance of 

a coordinating force, actions become un-coordinated with others. 
 

To understand this better, imagine how well your present day 
body would function if each limb did not have awareness of what 

the other limbs were trying to do, or if each limb wanted to do 
different things from each other - no longer working together 

as one. Now imagine further - imagine this lack of coordination 
keeping your eyes, ears, fingers, tongue, and mouth, from 

working together as a team. Now consider the chaos and eventual 
destruction that would occur if every single cell in your 

body operated with no unified guiding force that keeps them 
coordinated with the whole (in fact, that’s what “cancer” is). You 
see, this became the problem with our very lives once some of 

us lost consciousness of the One. Such uncoordinated independent 
activity becomes a logical evolution when such a separation 

occurs and one is left with only an awareness of separateness. 
 

Thus it came to be that the two Atlantean socio-political 
groups evolved, with one very essential difference: The Children 
had a consciousness of both separateness and Oneness. The 
Belialians rejected the consciousness of Oneness entirely, and 

maintained only a consciousness of separateness. The differences 
of opinion between the two groups were great and many 

(including “environmental issues”), but nothing was more of an 
issue than the morality of how the humanimals were to be 
dealt with. Those of the Law of One, remembering still that 

we originally came to this plane just to help release the 
humanimals from matter-bondage, continued trying to free our 
trapped siblings. The kindred also created ways (known to the 

initiate) to aid in the maintenance of the consciousness of 
Oneness, so we would never lose sight of our goals. But the 

Belialians wanted to use the humanimals for their own comforts 
and pleasures. Since those of us from the second wave 

were of greater consciousness than the humanimals, and could 
still function on higher planes to some extent, we had powers 



of the mind, both spiritual and psychological, that made it easy 
for us to control humanimals. The Children refused to use 

their abilities to control the humanimals, while the Belialians 
relished the power, and wanted to use them as slaves. 

 
The other great division in opinion between the Children and 
the Belialians was over the “environment” as it is called now. 

 
The Belialians used methods of generating power (like electrical 

power), that were dangerous and destructive to the Earth. 
 

Thus did the great conflict between the Children and the 
Belialians of Atlantis begin. A conflict between light & dark, 

between selfishness, & Unselfish Love. And the conflict that was, 
continued throughout history, and continues to this day. 

 
The Belialians’ lust for power and lack of care or awareness 

of the balances of nature, led to the destruction of 
Atlantis. This was due in great part to the abuse of their 

power generation plants. 
 

When the final destructions occurred, Grand Master 
Thoth then led us to the land of Khem, to complete the Great 

Work of evolving the humanimals. As gods were we to the people 
of Khem, and yea did they think the humanimals to be gods. 

And so it was done. The humanimals were brought to 
human levels, to choose their path from there. Yet, there are 
the residual effects. Have you not seen the humans that look 

much like pigs, or goats, or this or that animal still? These 
were they. 

 
But even though the humanimals were no more, the 

Belialians had not lost their taste for slavery. Thus the great 
conflict with the Belialians was far from over, and still continues 
on, with the Children of the Law of One as lamps, illuminating 

the path of Unselfish Love, helping the lost find their 
way home to their spiritual heritage of the One, and to find 

freedom - while the disguised Sons of Belial (and their pawns) 
do everything possible to maintain their decadence and power, 

and maintain slavery (whether it be direct or by means of livelihood and social 
control). And they seek to destroy all those who 

would shine Light into this world of darkness. All those who do 
not actively work for the Light, are to varying degrees, pawns 

of the Belialian Darkness. 
 
This was a powerful and convincing analysis of the process of SEPARATION.  One may 
agree or disagree with the details and “pictures” of the story, but the account of the process, 
how & why we lost the feeling and understanding of our Oneness is well grounded. The 
Christian notion of the Fall is about the Separation too. The narration again demonstrates the 
“habitual track”: looking at the events that took place in the past, one after another, and the 
closer it comes to our time, the easier we can identify ourselves with the described archetypes, 



not with the One. However, we know now, that in the higher dimensions the times described 
in this quote, as well as our 21st century exist “here and now”; and it depends on our 
vibration, which episode to pay attention to and where and when to incarnate in order to 
evolve further. We can still choose to incarnate as a humanimal, if we after our present 
incarnation feel that we haven’t had enough of that sort of experience… 
 
�

2.1.6. Big Bang 
 
Let us have a look at our currently most popular scientific vision of the beginning of the 
Universe - the theory of the Big Bang. It is certainly possible to distinguish 7 stages in it too, 
but modern science is not interested to correspond to metaphysical visions and it is not 
important for the purpose of our present research either. 
 
It appears that the universe we can observe is finite. It has a beginning in space and time, from 
a Singularity Point, before which the concept of space and time has no meaning, because 
spacetime itself is a property of the universe. According to the Big Bang theory, the universe 
began about twelve to fifteen billion years ago in a violent explosion. For an 
incomprehensibly small fraction of a second, the universe was an infinitely dense and 
infinitely hot fireball. A peculiar form of energy that we don't know yet, suddenly pushed out 
the fabric of spacetime in a process called "inflation", which lasted for only one millionth of a 
second.  (What comes to our mind, when we think, what that peculiar form of the 
unknown energy might be? The energy that “suddenly pushed out the fabric of 
spacetime” can be nothing else but consciousness, can it?) Thereafter, the universe 
continued to expand but not nearly as quickly. The process of phase transition formed out the 
most basic forces in nature: first gravity, then the strong nuclear force, followed by the weak 
nuclear and electromagnetic forces. After the first second, the universe was made up of 
fundamental energy and particles like quarks, electrons, photons, neutrinos and other less 
familiar particles. 
 
About 3 seconds after the Big Bang, nucleosynthesis set in with protons and neutrons 
beginning to form the nuclei of simple elements, predominantly hydrogen and helium, yet for 
the first 100,000 years after the initial hot explosion there was no matter of the form we know 
today. Instead, radiation (light, X rays, and radio waves) dominated the early universe. 
Following the radiation era, atoms were formed by nuclei linking up with free electrons and 
thus matter slowly became dominant over energy. It took 200 million years until irregularities 
in the primordial gas began to form galaxies and early stars out of pockets of gas condensing 
by virtue of gravity. The Sun of our solar system was formed out of such a pocket of gas in a 
spiral arm of the Milky Way galaxy roughly five billion years ago. A vast disk of gas and 
debris swirling around the early Sun gave birth to the planets, including Earth, which is 
between 4.6 and 4.5 billion years old. This is - in short - the history of our universe according 
to the Big Bang theory, which constitutes today's most widely accepted cosmological 
viewpoint. Again, pay attention to the importance of the time periods in the model. The first 
stages occurred within fractions of a second (or more accurately - in no time), the further ones 
took millions of years each. Which time scale is meant? That on the Earth? How is it possible 
to relate it to the nebula?  
 
Imagine that We are there in the middle point, and it is Our plan to spread the fabric of space 
and time in order to be able to collect experience and evolve through the Universe we create. 
Then it is Our choice, where to look at it from: from the point of view of Our “end-
manifestation in the form of an incarnated man, or from the point of view of Our high 



dimension, where We project the idea of manifestation. From there - the universe We create is 
just “a wink of the Eye”. 
 
Big Bang - Big Crunch? 
 
Some scientists think it not impossible that the universe is oscillating between eras of 
expansion and contraction, where every Big Bang is followed by a Big Crunch. Stephen 
Hawking (born 1942) pointed out the possibility that such an oscillating universe must not 
necessarily start and end in singularities, i.e. questionable points in spacetime where physical 
theories, such as General Relativity, break down while energy and density levels approximate 
infinity. Although everything points towards Big Bang, the future reversal and contraction of 
the universe is uncertain. Big Crunch is a hypothesis, because only about 1/100th of the 
matter needed for Omega=1 can be observed. 
 
But… Galaxies and star clusters behave as if they would contain more matter than we can see. 
It is almost as if these objects were engulfed by invisible matter. This "dark matter" that 
cannot be accounted for is one of the open questions in cosmology. Dark matter makes is 
thought to make up 23% of the universe.  
 
So scientifically the beginning and the end of our Universe are not yet clearly seen. However, 
there are no contradictions to the “big picture”, presented in this work. 



 
2.2. Quantum Theory 

 
Quantum theory deals with the tiniest things we know, the particles that atoms are made of, 
which we call "subatomic" particles. The new discoveries in this field of science have given 
us amazing new insights into what we call Creation. In contrast to Relativity, quantum theory 
was not the work of one individual, but the collaborative effort of some of the most brilliant 
physicists of the 20th century, among them Niels Bohr, Erwin Schrödinger, Wolfgang Pauli, 
and Max Born. Two names clearly stand out: Max Planck (1858-1947) and Werner 
Heisenberg (1901-1976). Planck is recognized as the originator of the quantum theory, while 
Heisenberg formulated one of the most eminent laws of quantum theory, the Uncertainty 
Principle, which is occasionally also referred to as the principle of indeterminacy. 
 
 

2.2.1. Energy is not Continuous. 
 
On the basis of empirical data Planck developed a new formula which later showed 
remarkable agreement with accurate measurements of the spectrum of heat radiation. The 
formula showed that energy is always emitted or absorbed in discrete units, which he called 
quanta. Thus we found out, that neither energy, nor matter is infinitely divisible. 
 
In the course of time, physicists descended deeper into the realm of the atom.  
 
 

2.2.2. The Wave-Particle Duality 
 
Just as light is thought to have a dual nature, sometimes showing the characteristic of a wave, 
and sometimes that of a particle (photon), quantum theory attributes a similar dual wave-
particle nature to subatomic particles. Electrons that orbit around the nucleus interact with 
each other by showing wave interference patterns.  
 
 

2.2.3. Misbehaved Electrons and the Probability Cloud Model 
 
The nature of electrons seems odd. Seemingly they exist in different places at different points 
in time, but it is impossible to say where the electron will be at a given time. At time t1 it is at 
point A, at time t2 it is at point B, yet without moving from A to B. It seems to appear in 
different places without describing a trajectory. Therefore, even if t1 and A can be pinpointed, 
it is impossible to derive t2 and B from this measurement. In other words: There seems to be 
no causal relation between any two positions. The concept of causality cannot be applied to 
what is observed. In case of the electrons of an atom, the closest we can get to describing the 
electron's position is by giving a number for the probability of it being at a particular place. 
Moreover, particles have other "disturbing" properties: They have a tendency to decay into 
other particles or into energy, and sometimes - under special circumstances - they merge to 
form new particles. They do so after indeterminate time spans. Although we can make 
statistical assertions about a particle's lifetime, it is impossible to predict the fate of an 
individual particle. 
 
 
 



2.2.4. Molecules and Atoms cannot be Split into Independent Units.  
All Parts Interact at all Levels. 

 
The oriental scriptures agree in the point that all observable and describable realities are 
manifestations of the same underlying "divine" principle. Although many phenomena of the 
observable world are seemingly unrelated, they all go back to the same source. Things are 
intertwined and interdependent to an unfathomable degree, just as the particles in an atom are. 
Although the electrons in an atom can be thought of as individual particles, they are not really 
individual particles, because of the complicated wave relations that exist between them. 
Hence, the electron cloud model describes the atomic structure more adequately. The sum of 
electrons in an atom cannot be separated from its nucleus, which has a compound structure 
itself and can neither be regarded a separate entity. Thus, in the multiplicity of things there is 
unity. Matter is many things and one thing at the same time. 
 
 

2.2.5. Uncertainty Principle 
 
At a time when Einstein had gained international recognition, quantum theory culminated in 
the late 1920’s statement of the Uncertainty Principle, which says that the act of measuring 
one magnitude of a particle, be it its mass, its velocity, or its position, causes the other 
magnitudes to blur. This is not due to imprecise measurements. Technology is advanced 
enough to hypothetically yield correct measurements. The blurring of these magnitudes is a 
fundamental property of nature. 
 
In later refinements this principle acquired the following wording: the wave function of the 
unobserved object is a mixture of both, the wave and particle pictures, until the 
experimenter chooses what to observe in a given experiment. 
 
This principle is the basis of our conclusions concerning the process of “creation” or 
“manifestation”, presented in Section 2.4. 
 
 

2.2.6. The Observer Becomes Part of the Observed System. 
 
The notion of the observer becoming a part of the observed system was fundamentally new in 
physics. The observer is no longer external and neutral, but through the act of measurement he 
becomes himself a part of the observed reality. This marks the end of the neutrality of the 
experimenter. It also has huge implications on the epistemology of science: certain facts are 
no longer objective in quantum theory. If in an exact science, such as physics, the outcome of 
an experiment depends on the view of the observer, then what does this imply for other fields 
of human knowledge? It would seem that in any faculty of science, there are different 
interpretations of the same phenomena. More often than occasionally, these interpretations, 
although being precise, are in conflict with each other.  
 
The results of quantum theory, and particularly of Heisenberg's work, left scientists puzzled. 
Many felt that quantum theory had somehow "missed the point". At least Albert Einstein did 
so. He was an outspoken critic of quantum mechanics and is often quoted on his comment 
regarding the Uncertainty Principle: "The Old One (God) doesn't play dice."  
 
This is not about playing dice though. This is about the way noumenal affect phenomenal. 
This is an ultimate argument in favor of idealism against materialism. This is what Zhuang Zi 



meant by the Portal of the Divine, and Blavatsky called “layu centre”(see section 2.3.). There 
we find the centre of the Ring Cosmos, where communication between the Unmanifest and its 
Manifestation takes place in the Cosmic Doctrine. 
 
After having published his papers on Relativity, Einstein dedicated the rest of his life to 
working on a unified field theory, that would combine Relativity with quantum mechanics, 
yet without success. The physicists who followed his lead developed a new model called 
string theory. In string theory, physicists are not constrained by notions limited to 3+1 
dimensions, so coordinate grids of 10, or perhaps 26 dimensions, are used to describe the 
types and locations of the vibrating strings. String theory follows the notion that the "universe 
is wiggly" and considers matter and energy to be composed of tiny vibrating strings of various 
types, specified by some of the dimensions.  
 
String theory was successful in providing a mathematical model that integrates the strong and 
the weak nuclear forces, electromagnetism and gravitation. In spite of this, it cannot yet be 
called a breakthrough, because (1) the theory has not been corroborated thoroughly by 
observational evidence; and (2) there is not one, but five competing string theories. The latter 
point has recently been addressed by the M-theory though, a theory that unites existing string 
theories in 11 dimensions.  
 
We shall leave the problem of theoretical unification to the physicists and instead briefly 
consider a philosophical unification of Relativity and quantum theory. Is this possible? 
Contemplating the subatomic realm seems like a jnana yoga exercise. The nuclear reality 
embodies duality and multiplicity, such as is evident in the complicated structure of atoms and 
particles. It transgresses the narrow world of opposites. We have to realise that in spite of the 
different parts and components, the subatomic world in actuality is an undivided whole, where 
the boundary between the observer and the observed is blurred. Object and subject have 
become inseparable, spatial and temporal detachment is an illusion. The unity is established 
by the act of paying attention to a chosen object. When the American physicist J.R. 
Oppenheimer (1902-1967) described the structure of probability clouds, it sounded like “Neti-
neti” in Vedanta: "If we ask, whether the position of the electron remains the same, we have 
to say no. If we ask, whether the position of an electron changes with the course of time, we 
have to say no. If we ask, whether the electron is in a state of rest, we have to say no. If we 
ask, whether the electron is in motion, we have to say no." 
 
 

2.2.7. Unanswered Questions? 
 
Physics has answered many questions about space, time, and matter. Thanks to technological 
advances, we have been able to look deeper and deeper into the large-scale structure of the 
universe and the small-scale structure of matter. From the invention of the telescope to the 
time of particle accelerators, insight and understanding have grown. Yet, there are still 
unsolved mysteries. The contemporary physical models of matter, space, and time are 
incomplete.  
 
Will a complete physical model of the world help us to understand ultimate reality? Can 
we understand ultimate reality at all through science? 
 
Some physicists believe that a complete physical model can explain everything we observe. 
They hold that once the fundamental laws are known and powerful computers allow us to 
compute models of the world by applying these laws, we can eventually deduce explanations 



for all phenomena. In other words, physics can lead us to understanding the ultimate reality. Is 
this really possible? 
 
1. Physics deals only with what can be measured. A complete physical model must therefore 
necessarily produce a materialistic view of reality. Although materialists usually deny the 
possibility that phenomena exist which cannot be measured or somehow quantified, they may 
actually exist.  
 
2. There are limits to what can be measured, as demonstrated by the Uncertainty Principle. 
 
3. The materialist view is generally allied with reductionism. Materialists often claim that 
high-level phenomena, such as biological or psychological phenomena, can be reduced to 
physical phenomena. However, this is far from being obvious. For example, there is no 
generally accepted reductionist theory of consciousness. Reductionism fails in most cases. For 
example, it is practically impossible to describe the process of DNA replication in terms of 
subatomic properties. 
 
But when we incorporate the knowledge of philosophy, religion, metaphysics – the 
discoveries in physics do bring about the understanding of the ultimate reality. 
 
For example, let’s take such a phenomenon as quantum entanglement. Not only is it telling 
us that the physical world is illusory, it is also suggesting that the entire universe is really a 
unified and inseparable oneness. Entanglement is the quantum mechanical property where if 
two subatomic particles occupy the same point in space at the same point in time, they 
become like a single unified whole. This gives rise to the phenomenon called 'non-locality' , 
whereby these two particles may influence one another instantaneously even if they are 
located at opposite ends of the universe. Though separated in space, they seem to have instant 
communication with one another, as if they were one single entity. This property is so 
mysterious and baffling that even Einstein considered it impossible. However, experiments 
have repeatedly proven Einstein wrong, and have shown that entanglement and non-locality 
are indeed properties of the physical world. Things get interesting when we consider that the 
entire Universe started from a single point, the so called 'Big bang singularity'. Because the 
entire Universe occupied the same point of space, every single atom in the universe is 
entangled with every other atom. So even though the universe which started with the big bang 
expanded and separated out to what we can see and measure today, it also exists as a single 
unified and inseparable whole.  
 
Without a doubt all of this runs counter to what we normally assume about physical reality. It 
normally seems to us that there is a physical reality 'out there' populated by separate and 
distinct objects, so how can these objects really be a single entity? But that's the whole point. 
Quantum mechanics is forcing us to re-examine our existing assumptions. It is suggesting to 
us that we consider the possibility that reality is not what it seems, that it is really illusory. 
Quantum mechanics is not only inviting us to entertain the idea of the universe as being 
Oneness and further still that we are that Oneness reflecting upon itself. It also offers us an 
insight into the way, how We see Ourself and that We can always change this way to our 
liking (see 2.4.). Is this not the ultimate reality that physics helps us to understand? 
 
Compare our own behaviour with the subatomic particles: we are functioning more on a 
physical level, or more on a mental level, depending on where our attention is paid to. 
 



 
2.3. The Secret Doctrine 

 
 

2.3.1. The Absolute Non-Being/Being 
 
The Secret Doctrine was written by H.P. Blavatsky – an outstanding thinker of the 19th 
century. It has a form of commentaries on the Book of Dzyan. The first fundamental 
proposition postulates the existence of the Absolute.  This Absolute is identified with 
Absolute Being and Consciousness, and also with Absolute Non-Being and 
Unconsciousness.  The Absolute is described as Non-Being/Being, and as the Ceaseless 
Breath within the Eternal Parent Space.  These concepts find their counterpart in modern 
physical views of the quantum vacuum as void/plenum, and in the continual fluctuations 
within the quantum ether of space.  
 
At times, Blavatsky refers simply to ‘THAT’–  beyond any conception of human thought or 
understanding – the ‘unspeakable’ Omnipresent, Eternal, Absolute Reality, which ante cedes 
all manifested, conditioned being.  This is the Infinite and Eternal Cause, the rootless root of 
all manifestation. That’s directly the Vedantic term. Remember “TAT TWAM ASI” = THAT 
THOU ART. 
 
The Absolute Being/Non-Being is the ‘Eternal Matrix’– out of which sources of light, or 
manifest creation, appear and disappear.  The Absolute is the Parabrahman in Hinduism, and 
the Shunya or Void to the Buddhist.  Similarly, Yogananda describes the Spirit of God as 
“transcendental and aloof in the blissful uncreated void beyond the worlds of vibratory 
phenomenon.” (1972). It is the dark energy and the dark matter of modern astronomy.  
 
The root principles of the Void/Plenum sustain any existent Cosmos.  
 
The term ‘Brahma’ or ‘creator’ is derived from the Sanskrit root ‘brih,’ which means to 
expand or increase.  During the inauguration of an active period of creation, Brahma expands 
from within without – like the budding of a lotus.  Eventually, the creative intelligences 
withdraw without/within – back into the root principles of the Void/Plenum.  In modern 
terminology, these descriptions are of expanding and contracting Universes in infinite series; 
out of, and then back into, singularities and the Absolute. This is the way We breathe and the 
way We think. Yoga applies the science of breath – pranayama to control the process of 
thinking, as it has found out, that the process of thinking and feeling is directly connected 
with breathing.  
 
“The Universe is worked and guided from within outwards.  As above so it is below, as in 
heaven so on earth; and man – the microcosm and miniature copy of the macrocosm – is the 
living witness to this Universal Law and to the mode of its action.” 
  
 

2.3.2. From Within – Outwards 
 
Blavatsky labels any Cosmos as a “Son”, even more poetically as a “wink of the Eye of Self-
Existence” and as a “spark of eternity”. Why a “wink”? Why a “spark”? Because the 
Observer is at a higher dimension than the material creation, and the time frames are hence 
different. When We as Observer are on a higher plane, the time in our dimension runs quicker 



than it does on the plane of the “Son”, or the plane of matter. Therefore Blavatsky’s vision is 
not a mere poetic allegory, but a direct reality. Man’s life span is seen by the Observer from a 
spiritual level literally as a “wink of the Eye”, as there’s no time there. 
 
“Whether a Universe or the individual spiritual spark (Atman), the laws of nature manifest in 
the material worlds as due to spiritual forces and intelligences emerging from within/without.  
These forces originate from within hidden super-sensuous dimensions of Being/Non-Being 
(compare with the zero point), and manifest without in material nature.  Any Cosmos, any 
Universe, any Monad, any atom or quantum, is “worked and guided from within outwards.”  
 
Using our terms, it is directly the explanation of the process of mind effecting matter by 
means of vibration, whereby noumenal impulses have phenomenal consequences. The 
“hidden super-sensuous dimensions of Being/Non-Being” are our unconscious impulses. We 
do not sense, that we affect material nature with our thoughts, wishes, expectations or 
feelings, but it is a proven fact. And we must not forget that all the forms of consciousness, 
i.e. sub-consciousness, consciousness and super-consciousness can equally affect matter 
through these centres. 
 
The description of a “Son,” a “wink of the Eye of Self-Existence,” and a “spark of 
eternity” applies equally to the existence of a macroscopic Universe, and to the quanta of 
consciousness – the spiritual or divine sparks, the jivatma, or Monads.  Everything is facets of 
the One, the Absolute Non-Being/Being, whether a manifested cosmos or an individual 
monad, or a unitary quantum. What does this tell us in the light of our new discovery? How 
can we imagine or explain it? Very simply. Just remember that the present moment contains 
all the present, past and future. The manifested cosmos is one of Our manifestations, an 
individual monad is one of Our manifestations, a unitary quantum is one of Our 
manifestations. For Us as a transcended Self-Existence They are Us, but their material life in 
our transcended state is a “wink of the Eye”, because time exists only in the manifested 
dimensions, and the denser the matter, the slower it flows. 
 
Another key to the mysteries of creation lies within the doctrine of the Eternal Parent Space.  
In this view, the phenomenal world is an outgrowth or unfolding of patterns of creation 
inherent within the Root Principle of the ultimate Aether – which is the Eternal Parent Space.  
All created Cosmos, a universe or a monad, (and even quanta), are spaces which emerge out 
of the Eternal Parent Space.  In the terms of modern physics, the Eternal Parent Space is a 
higher seven dimensional hyperspace, or the big foam of the quantum vacuum.  Blavatsky 
describes the Eternal Parent Space as giving rise to innumerable manifest four-dimensional 
space-time continuum, or Sons.  Further comes her description of the Eternal Parental Space 
as both the void and plenum: 
 
“Space is neither a “limitless void,” nor a “conditioned fullness,” but both:  being on the 
plane of absolute abstraction, the ever-incognizable Deity, which is void only to finite minds, 
but which is the Plenum, the absolute Container of all that is, whether manifested or 
unmanifest:  it is, therefore, that ABSOLUTE ALL.”  
 
 

2.3.3. Layu Centres 
 
According to Blavatsky, the laws of nature manifest in the material worlds are due to spiritual 
forces and intelligences within super-sensuous states of spiritual being.  These spiritual forces 
direct and inform material process from within/without.  The laws of nature evident within the 



four-dimensional space-time continuum result from activity within subtle higher or more 
inward dimensions of being.   The influx of formative forces manifesting from within the 
higher spiritual realm into the lower material realm is through “holes dug in Space” - 
“invisible points.”  These are some of the terms used to depict the archaic doctrines. 
  
Blavatsky’s secret doctrine depicts views compatible with modern views of vacuum genesis, 
in which singularities exist at the beginning and end of time.  Further, the formative forces 
and laws of nature are dependent always upon hyperspace dimensions, emerging from beyond 
the level of physical differentiation through these “holes dug in Space.” A key to 
understanding these mystical doctrines has to do with grasping the concept of these 
remarkable “holes”.  Blavatsky uses various terms to depict these invisible points, often 
labelling them “layu centres.” Those must be constituted by the “uncertainty” of the 
subatomic particles/waves. The layu centres are probably the zero points of the spacetime 
frames. The Zero on the time dimension means the present point (as positive values mean 
future and negative – past). The present moment is a non-existent point (zero), as it cannot be 
fixed, and at the same time lasts infinitely. That’s why we say that everything happens here 
and now. The influences of spiritual realms upon the physical realm emerge through these 
“non-existent and infinite” centres which exist beyond the level of material differentiation.  
Blavatsky offers profound descriptions of these invisible centres, and how the noumenal 
realm acts through such points to transform them into natural phenomena and the laws of 
nature:  
 
“A “neutral centre” is, in one aspect, the limiting point of any given set of senses.  Thus, 
imagine two consecutive planes of matter as already formed; each of these corresponding to 
an appropriate set of perceptive organs.  We are forced to admit that between these two 
planes of matter an incessant circulation takes place; and if we follow the atoms and 
molecules of (say) the lower in their transformation upwards, these will come to a point 
where they pass altogether beyond the range of the faculties we are using on the lower plane.  
In fact, to us the matter of the lower plane there vanishes from our perception into nothing–or 
rather it passes on to the higher plane, and the state of matter corresponding to such a point 
of transition must certainly possess special and not readily discoverable properties.”  
 
This sounds like a heavy theoretical stuff, unless we illustrate the point with a simple 
example. Take the transition of water into vapour – the process we observe daily. This is 
exactly the analogue of the transmutation analysed in the above quote. 
 
For Blavatsky, at the heart of matter, or at the heart of the Cosmos, or at the heart of the 
individual, is a layu centre – a metaphysical foundation rooted within into the Infinite, and the 
Eternal Parent Space.  The laws of nature which inform manifest creation emerge from 
within/without and are sustained always by metaphysical dimensions of Being/Non-Being. 
Blavatsky explains that the views of the mystic philosopher Leibnitz represent The Secret 
Doctrine teaching of how a dimensionless point within material reality might extend inwardly 
into the infinity of a metaphysical realm:  
 
“... Leibnitz ... could not rest content in assuming that matter was composed of a finite 
number of very small parts.  His mathematical mind forced him to carry out the argument in 
infinitum.  And what became of the atoms then?  They lost their extension and they retained 
only their property of resistance; they were the centres of force.  They were reduced to 
mathematical points ... but if their existence in space was nothing, so much fuller was their 
inner life.  Assuming that inner existence, such as that of the human mind, is a new dimension, 
not a geometrical but a metaphysical dimension ... having reduced the geometrical extension 



of the atoms to nothing, Leibnitz endowed them with an infinite extension in the direction of 
their metaphysical dimension.  After having lost sight of them in the world of space, the mind 
has, as it were, to dive into a metaphysical world to find and grasp the real essence of what 
appears in space merely as a mathematical point.  . . .  
 
As a cone stands on its point, or a perpendicular straight line cuts a horizontal plane only in 
one mathematical point, but may extend infinitely in height and depth, so the essences of 
things real have only a punctual existence in this physical world of space; but have an infinite 
depth of inner life in the metaphysical world ...  This is the spirit, the very root of occult 
doctrine and thought.  The “Spirit-Matter” and “Matter-Spirit” extend infinitely in depth ...”  
 
She writes further: 
 
”The Chemist goes to the laya of the plane of matter with which he deals, and then stops 
short. ... But the full Initiate knows that the Ring “Pass Not” is neither locality, nor can it be 
measured by distance, but that it exists in the absoluteness of Infinity.  In this “Infinity” ... 
there is neither height, breadth nor thickness, but all is fathomless profundity, reaching down 
from the physical to the para-metaphysical.”  
 
These concepts anticipate modern ideas of the rolled up, compacted dimensions existing at 
every point in the four dimensions. 
 
The remarkable insights of Blavatsky provide profound solutions to many enigmas and 
theories of modern science, and were elaborated well before the advent of modern quantum 
theory, or views of singularities and vacuum genesis. They provide a full support to our 
understanding of the functioning of the “indecisive” photons and electrons, reacting to the 
spiritual impulses from the higher planes to manifest either as energy or matter in their 
various forms (positions on the orbit).  
 
Through the enquiries of the quantum physicists, the metaphysical truths of world religion 
and the intuitions of the philosophic greats are today being confirmed.  
 



 
2.4. The Process of “Creation” 

 
Another gem prepared for this work is the evident Truth that Genesis of Universes takes place 
here and now. Every moment We create universes. The process works in a fractal way, 
exactly according to the Hermetic Law of Correspondence. How does it happen? Our 
vibrations send impulses that affect the subatomic particles, which stay in a “potential state” 
of both matter/energy and nothing/everything and wait for Our 
conscious/subconscious/superconscious impulses. Having received the impulse, they transmit 
it further, thus creating a chain reaction that forms a certain body. If the body has enough 
matter, it curves the electromagnetic field around itself, thus creating a spacetime frame of its 
own. The dimension in which it happens is usually not seen with the eyes of a human being, 
as it lies in a different spacetime frame, but theoretically it could be calculated with the help 
of the Mandelbrot set.  
 
Andrei Linde at Stanford has brought forward a cosmological model of a multiverse, which he 
calls the "self-reproducing inflationary universe." The theory is based on Alan Guth's inflation 
model, and it includes multiple universes woven together in some kind of spacetime foam. 
Each universe exists in a closed volume of space and time. Linde's model is based on 
advanced principles of quantum physics. Quite simplified, it suggests quantum fluctuations in 
the universe's inflationary expansion period to have a wavelike character. Linde theorises that 
these waves can "freeze" atop one another, thus magnifying their effect. 
 
That proves the vedantic doctrine of Pralaya and Aeon or Kalpa (the Night and Day of God), 
as well as the Hermetic Principle of Rhythm. 
 
The stacked-up quantum waves can in turn create such intense disruptions in scalar fields - the 
underlying fields that determine the behaviour of elementary particles - that they exceed a 
critical mass and start procreating new inflationary domains. The multiverse, Linde contends, 
is like a growing fractal, sprouting inflationary domains, with each domain spreading and 
cooling into a new universe. 
 
If Linde is correct, our universe is just one of the sprouts. The theory neatly straddles two 
ancient ideas about the universe: that it had a definite beginning, and that it had existed 
forever. In Linde's view, each particular part of the multiverse, including our part, began from 
a singularity somewhere in the past, but that singularity was just one of an endless series that 
was spawned before it and will continue after it. 
 
Blavatsky writes about “the playground of numberless Universes incessantly manifesting and 
disappearing,” she calls them “the manifesting stars,” and the “sparks of Eternity.” 
 
Now if we take the habitual time component out of our logics, we obtain the true vision: We 
truly exist in a non-manifest state. As manifested man we see the creation taking place in 
time. But in our real state, which is Non-existence (see 2.3.), everything happens at the 
everlasting present point, or zero point. We evolve through this point. 
 
 



2.4.1. Zero Point? 
 
Let’s sum up the information from 2.1.-2.3. We are dealing with the mysterious 
communication point between the Creator and the Creation. We have chosen seven sources of 
this information: 
 
1. The theory of the Big Bang calls it “Singularity Point”, the point without space and time, 

where from the explosion happened. (2.1.6.) 
2. The relativity theory of A. Einstein gives us multiple zero points of the 4D coordinates, 

which are nothing and everything at the same time, being zero (nothing) of time (present 
moment) and space (the “here and now”), which is, when seen from another spacetime 
frame, - the all-embracing black hole with infinite gravity. (1.3.1.) 

3. The quantum entanglement phenomenon explains that what ever was one with the 
singularity point pertains all its characteristics. (2.2.7.) 

4. The Cosmic Doctrine of Dion Fortune calls it the Centre of the Ring-Pass-Not, the central 
point of communication between the Unmanifest and the Manifest. (2.1.2.6.) 

5. The Secret Doctrine of H.P. Blavatsky speaks of “layu centres” of transmutation. 
6. The quantum mechanics points out the subatomic particles, which are simultaneously 

just waves, and whose behaviour is determined by an “Observer” (2.2.) Do we not observe 
this very phenomenon on other scales? Are we not showing exactly the same type of 
behaviour? We are vibrating either on lower dimensions (ex. washing our body), or on 
higher dimensions (ex. thinking of Oneness), manifesting as a body, or as a thought wave, 
depending on the Observer, or which of our functions our attention is paid to. If there’s no 
observer, or our conscious attention is diffused – we function on all the dimensions 
simultaneously, like the subatomic particles/waves. This is an example of the functioning 
of the Hermetic Law of Correspondence – “As above – so below”.  

7. Zhuang Zi describes this point the following way: “There is birth, there is death, there is 
issuing forth, there is entering in. That through which one passes in and out without seeing 
its form, that is the Portal of the Divine." (1.2.2.) 

 
On the basis of this information taken from very different sources we can draw the major 
features of these points: 
 

1. They are multiple, i.e. they exist at every zero point of all the 4D spacetime frames, or 
within every atom. Remember the non-locality phenomenon: they all are one and the 
same point. 

2. They are communicating the will from a higher dimension, effecting the lower and 
causing changes in it (thus inflicting the changeable universe – or Maya – illusion). 

3. They are the experience of the lower dimension reporting to the “Observer”, thus 
enriching “his” knowledge. 

4. They are zero to the “creator” and infinity to the “creation”. 
 
 

2.4.2. Noumenal and Phenomenal 
 
In the light of the previous research we can conclude, that noumenal affects phenomenal 
while phenomenal affects noumenal through the point of communication, simultaneously. The 
noumenal (the Observer) sends impulses (conscious or subconscious), effecting the behaviour 
of subatomic particles/waves, thus causing changes in manifestation. The Observer receives 
(consciously or subconsciously) the result of these changes and saves them in the memory, 
thus obtaining the knowledge, or vision, that in its turn effects his “state of mind”, that 



projects a certain expectation, which again effects the phenomenal. We must realise that it is 
an artificial distinction done for clarity, as noumenal and phenomenal are just two aspects of 
one and the same thing/process which is expressed within the name of God, or Us. 
 
 
2.4.2.1. YHVH 
 
In Section 1. we showed that We are One. How do we account for the existence of the Creator 
and the Creation? The Noumenal and the Phenomenal? To understand that - we need only to 
remember the concept of the Christian Holy Trinity – Father, Son and Holy Spirit, or Trimurti 
in Hinduism – Brahma, Vishnu and Siva. This sacred Trinity is the key to Our name – I AM, 
or better illustrated in YHVH. These letters comprise the technique of manifestation. Y stands 
for Yod in Hebrew and means the masculine principle (Father). This is Our impulse to the 
wish to manifest. H stands for Heh and means the female principle, or the receiving, 
conforming and protection mechanism (Son, Love). V stands for Fau and means the 
interaction of these two principles, or the process of fertilization (Holy Spirit, Wisdom, the 
Transformer, or Death-Birth principle) resulting in another Heh, that receives all the above 
influences, but at the same time the Y of the following arc. This is the description of the 
sacred process of creation.  
 
Now if we look into the terms noumenal and phenomenal in this light, we can see that they 
stand for Y and H correspondingly. What we miss in the philosophical debates about the 
paradox on noumenal and phenomenal is the third aspect – the V, i.e. their interaction. As 
soon as we realise that there is a third element, the paradox is solved. 
 
Quantum physics has a model that is known as “parallel universes”. Every time we make a 
decision, big or small, we create a new, parallel universe, which is confined within the 
framework of this decision to the exclusion of the alternative. 
 
 
2.4.2.1.1. We as the Father 
 
It comes quite clear now, that the Father of the Holy Trinity stands for Y. Our innermost 
impulse is existence, life, self realisation. Without this impulse we wouldn’t have been born in 
the first place. This is exactly the Father in Us – the Wish, the Will, the Push, the Desire.  
 
Let’s take a simple example from our life: a person who wants to stop smoking. The wish to 
stop smoking is in itself the manifestation of the Father. If the Father is strong, he wakes up 
the Son in us. 
 
 
2.4.2.1.2. We as the Son 
 
Remember, Blavatsky called the Creation the Son. More specifically – Son is Our vibration 
that gains the phenomenal status.  
 
The Son is the formative and preservation aspect of our being. He likes peace and comfort. He 
preserves the Creation. In our example the Son is the smoker. He is addicted to his cigarettes 
and loves smoking, as he’s been doing it for a long long time. The Son knows, that it is a bad 
addiction, as Father always tells him that, but he does not have the wish to change. Wishes are 
the feature of the Father. 



 
 
2.4.2.1.3. We as the Holy Spirit 
 
The battle between the Father and the Son in Us depends on the power of the Father. If the 
Father (or the wish to stop smoking) is not strong enough, the Son happily wins, and nothing 
changes. 
 
If the Father does not give up and defeats all the Son’s tricks, then at some point appears our 
third aspect – V- the Holy Spirit. 
 
The Holy Spirit does nothing. It only observes the fight, or “pays attention” to it, and smiles 
kindly and knowingly.  
 
As soon as We notice the observer within us and identify ourselves with it, the battle is over. 
The communication (layu) centre is affected. Father’s wish comes true. The transformation 
takes place. The Son stops smoking. The fourth letter H in YHVH is born. 
 
A new Universe is created this way. It stays within Us, whichever dimension of our Existence 
we choose to affect, consciously or subconsciously. Both the smoker (our previous 
manifestation) and the non-smoker (our subsequent manifestation) are one and the same Son, 
although the personalities (and even the physical looks) are different. 
 
This is the predicate part of “I AM”- the process of manifestation. 
 



 
3. Some Useful Observations on the Nature of Gravitation 

 
 

3.1. Manifestation Triggers Gravitational Mechanisms 
 
As we can see from the example of stopping smoking, manifestation starts from the highest 
spiritual dimension – the dimension of Our “will aspect” and gradually, through the lower 
mental and emotional planes (where the interaction, or fight with the lower, more concrete 
dimension - or Son - takes place), pushes through the “layu centre” (where the observer - 
Holy Spirit - dwells) and results in the plane of dense matter.  
 
 

3.1.1. Gravitation is not a Force, but a Property of Spacetime. 
 
According to Einstein, not only are time and space relative, but the geometry of space is 
different from what we experience in daily life. Hyperspace is a mathematical construct that 
we can use to describe gravitational effects in terms of geometry, rather than by the 
postulation of attracting and repelling forces.  
 
Einstein describes gravitation not as a force, but as a consequence of the curvature of 
spacetime. The General Relativity model of gravitation is largely compatible with Newton, 
except that it accounts for certain phenomena such as the bending of light rays correctly, and 
is therefore more accurate than Newton's formula. According to General Relativity, matter 
tells space how to curve, while the curvature of space tells matter how to move. The carrier 
particle of the gravitational force is the graviton. 
 
If we apply this observation to metaphysical dimensions, it will explain, why in the 
planes with low vibration frequency the gravitational force is strong, while the higher 
the vibration, the weaker the gravitational force.  
 
 

3.1.2. Time Dilated by Matter. 
 
The curvature of spacetime by matter not only stretches or shrinks distances, depending 
on their direction with respect to the gravitational field, but also appears to slow down 
the flow of time. This effect is called gravitational time dilation.  
 
Therefore, commonsense notions of congruity and simultaneity do not apply to the processes 
and events taking place in the structure of the universe. A lifespan on Earth may be just one 
second in another galaxy and vice versa. There is a multitude of spacetime reference frames, 
and a multitude of realities throughout the universe. 
 
We do not need to think that other universes are necessarily outside ours. They are also 
within our universe, in the spacetime cubicles which we cannot see, being within ours. 
 
 
 
 
 



 
3.2. The Dependence Law 

 
If we enter the subtle planes, the typical vibration patterns there are higher than on the 
physical plane. The time flies faster. Remember that vibration frequency stands for velocity in 
physical terms. 
 
The Law of Vibration is described as one of the universal Hermetic Laws. If we include this 
law into the theory of relativity, we’ll discover a very useful mechanism: 
 
the dependence of the time flow upon the gravity force (or the weight of creation). The 
lower vibration frequency creates heavier matter (stronger gravity force) and slower 
time flow. The higher vibration frequency speeds up the time flow and reduces the 
weight of the creation (or gravity force). 
 
The concept of spacetime belongs to the mind level of manifestation, whereby on the physical 
plane the time flow is the slowest. The higher the dimension, the weaker the gravity force.  
 
At very high speeds the movement is not noticed anymore. The illusion of immobile stability 
sets up. We are spinning with the Earth at a great speed, but within our physical dimension we 
are experiencing it as being still. This paradox of very high speed, that brings time to an 
illusory standstill, while its flow tends to increase to the infinity, shows to us that we are at the 
threshold of a new qualitative revelation. 
 
 

3.3. The Physics behind Contemplative Meditation. 
 
The higher we rise in our abstract thinking, driven by our spiritual quest, the higher are our 
vibration frequencies. This is the work of the Father within us. When we come to a seeming 
paradox, which as we know is nothing else, but a sign that we are looking at an object from a 
limited perspective, our vibrations are sent to infinity, which we percept as a “standstill”. 
There comes the “blank” meditation, where there are no thoughts. In this state we are tuned as 
Son to receive the impulses of the spiritual dimension, or from the Observer (The Holy 
Spirit). This is the way spiritual revelations come and transform us and our world. 
 
This is the method of jnana yoga. 
 



 

4. How to Spread the Knowledge 
 

We have analyzed the concept of Oneness with God and understood the mechanisms of 
manifestation. With these tools at hand we can now consciously proceed to spread this 
knowledge among people. In the present section we want to outline the general ways of this 
work. 
 
Remember the basics of yoga or Magic and the discovery of Heisenberg and Schroedinger 
that the objects of perception become identical with the ideas we have about them. That was 
proved to be true for the physical plane!  Imagine how much our life is going to change for 
the better when the noumenal concept of Oneness becomes an objective phenomenal reality! 
 
In this light the relationship between noumenal and phenomenal is the same as between 
energy and matter, which are just forms of the same thing. All that we call matter and energy 
are but “modes of vibratory motion”, and some of the more advanced scientists are rapidly 
moving towards the positions of the occultists who hold that the phenomena of Mind are 
likewise modes of vibration or motion, thus showing directly the work of Mind over matter. 
The behaviour of subatomic particles shows this clearly. They can be either matter or energy, 
depending on the expectations of the Observer. 
 
 

4.1. Group Soul and Group Mind 
 
It is useful in this connection to reconsider the concept of group souls held by the Western 
Occult Tradition. In their practical vision of manifestation they use the metaphor of a swarm. 
Divine Sparks are noumenal beings, the nuclei. They are compared with the little black specks 
of potential life in a mass of nutrient jelly, which they absorb in the process of their growth. 
The jelly is an allegoric equivalent of the thought-form of the Universe, projected by Logos, 
or the group soul – the raw material of an Evolution.  
 
A group soul is a projection by Logos of the image of manifestation in the form of mind-stuff. 
Parts of that mind-stuff are used by a group of Divine Sparks having similar experience with 
the purpose of self manifestation and development. In the process of their development they 
affect their Group Soul correspondingly. 
 
The group souls develop in response to concepts, or evolutionary impulses held in the Divine 
consciousness. The concept for the Group Soul of humanity is called Archetypal Man and is a 
guideline of human manifestation.  
 
Among the creatures which are personalised but not yet individualised individual karma has 
not begun to operate, for the unit of evolution is still a group, not the individual. At the death 
of a unit of such a group soul, its consciousness is merged in the group soul, its experience 
absorbed by the archetypal creature and not garnered for its individual development.  
 
The individualisation of human beings through Ego has brought them individual development 
through individual karma, thus giving them the opportunity to keep their individual 
consciousness through incarnations. 
 
The concept of group mind is also valuable for this work.   
 



The tradition holds, that a group mind is formed by an emotionally toned idea shared by a 
group. It exists in the astral plane and gives an elevating effect to the emotional aspect of the 
same idea with individual group members.  
 
To build up a group mind some method of ensuring continuity of attention and feeling is 
essential. 
 
The group mind is built up out of the contributions of individualised consciousnesses 
concentrating upon the same idea. The effect is reciprocal, i.e. the more energy is directed to 
the formation of the Group Mind, the more powerfully it affects everybody participating. 
 
Group minds are used for political purposes, namely fight for power.  Sects abused this 
method, converting people into religious fanatics. Group mind can well be used for the 
purpose of elevation of human consciousness, but it must be held in mind, that the technique 
is artificial and needs care. 
 
In the light of the conclusions of the present work, if there are no groups, but one and the 
same Soul in its endless manifestations, it is not logical to use the terms “group mind” and 
“group soul”. If we look deeper into the concepts of these terms from our new perspective, 
we’ll need to give them another definition. Group mind relates to the knowledge 
(information, views, habits, social rules etc.) typical to the vibration frequency of a certain 
spacetime. For Us as planet Earth the mundane chakras responsible for those vibrations are 
the planets of the Solar system and the stars that affect Us. Those vibrations are used to stage 
the scene of a certain character for the Soul to develop applied qualities. Those are the 
“decorations” which We use to play Our roles in the play arranged by Us as planets. “God 
Theatre”  might be an adequate term for this concept. 
 
Group soul would be the vibration in spacetime of the Soul’s vision of Itself. The different 
frequencies show the different levels of Self understanding. They are the Real Universal 
Development, triggered by Us through accumulation of Our experiences. A simple term of 
this concept would be “God Consciousness”. The Observer, or the Holy Spirit is nothing else 
but God consciousness. It is one of Our vibration styles. The Observer is the part in Us that 
knows who We are, the part that projects Our consciousness and, consequently, the whole 
world around.  
 
It is certainly the mode of our vibration which is the Observer that dictates, if the subatomic 
particles/waves should become matter or energy and where they should be, because they are a 
priori the Observer’s projection. 
 
At the present stage these two concepts are of major importance for sowing the seeds of the 
real understanding of Oneness into the God Consciousness of humanity as Our material 
manifestation. It is done with the help of the God Theatre. Uranus is giving us the perfect 
decorations for this work – the era of Aquarius. To begin with – it has given us the electronic 
communication technologies. Let us use them for Our purposes, and we will be surprised, 
how soon the real concept of Oneness enters Our God Consciousness. 
�

 
4.2. Working through God Theatre towards God Consciousness 

 
In the process of the present work we have realized that it is up to Us to create realities. It is 
Our noumenal subjective understanding that becomes phenomenal and objective reality. 



Manifesting Oneness is easy: it is enough to sow the seeds of the true understanding of 
Oneness to the God Consciousness. To accomplish that task in our spacetime frame we need 
to use the God Theatre.  
 
God Theatre is built up out of the contributions of many individualised consciousnesses 
concentrating upon the same ideas. 
 
The key lies in the direction of the attention of a number of people to a common object about 
which they all feel strongly in the same way. Direction of attention to a common object 
without emotion does not have the same effect, as the vibration is then not energetically 
supported and lacks stability.  
 
What is that strange oversoul that forms so swiftly when a number of people are of one mind 
in one place? For an explanation we must consider the concept of artificial Elementals. 
 
An artificial Elemental is a thought-form ensouled by Elemental essence. That essence may 
be derived from the person himself, or drawn from the Elemental kingdom. A thought-form 
built by continual visualising and concentration, and concerning which a strong emotion is 
felt, becomes charged with that emotion and is capable of an independent existence outside 
the consciousness of its creator. This is a very important factor in practical work and the 
explanation of many phenomena.  
 
The same process takes place when a number of people concentrate with emotion on a single 
object. They make an artificial Elemental, potent in proportion to the size of the crowd and 
the intensity of its feelings. This Elemental has a very marked atmosphere of its own, and this 
atmosphere influences powerfully the feelings of every person participating in the crowd- 
emotion. This is the way God Theatre can work. 
  
Kryon – an immaterial life form that has been channelled by Lee Carroll – has informed us 
that in the last years we have been experiencing an electromagnetic shift that is giving us a 
push to a faster spiritual development. He says that a group of enlightened balanced 
concentrated people who are in contact with their spiritual guides emits the power of energy 
exponential equal to a third of their number. For example the spiritual power of a group of 12 
such people is enhanced by the power of 4 (a third of 12), resulting in 20 736 people!  
 
The present time in our spacetime cubicle is giving us a great chance to consciously 
experience the Oneness and realise our real Self. On 27th November 2008 Pluto will enter 
Capricorn and stay there for the next 15 years. This is going to be the period of destruction of 
material structures in every imaginable sense. This will also be a period marked by hard work. 
Let us use this chance to work positively on Our God Theatre. 
 
When our emotion goes out strongly towards an object, we are pouring out a subtle but 
nevertheless potent force. If that emotion is not a mere blind outpouring but is constructive, 
and especially if that idea causes a picture to rise in the mind, the outpouring force is 
formulated into a thought-form: the mental picture is ensouled by the outpoured force and 
becomes an actuality on the astral. This thought-form itself begins to give off vibrations, and 
these vibrations tend to reinforce the feelings of the person whose emotion gave rise to them 
and to induce similar feelings in others who are present and whose attention is directed to the 
same object. 
 



This conscious concentration work does not only result in the creation of parallel universes, 
which we cannot see, but it results in tangible changes within our own world.  
 
Those who have a knowledge of these aspects of the human mind can use their knowledge to 
create conditions in which the individual human mind shall be able to transcend itself and 
break through its limitation into a wider sphere. 
 
When the true vision of Oneness is presented in the God Theatre and has stable notices for a 
considerable period of time, there’s a good chance that God Consciousness will absorb it, and 
it will become Our conscious reality. 
 
And there is one more revelation that follows from the understanding of the priority of the 
noumenal over phenomenal. We have considered the spacetime cubicles as a phenomenon 
that conditions our perception. Now in the view of the noumenal universe it appears that We 
determine the conditions and consequently the spacetime frame itself. This recognition will 
explain many “miracles”, including the spiritual travel in time and space. The Hermetical Art 
of Mental Transmutation teaches the techniques, how man can create the vibrations of the 
mind necessary to affect the world around. That means We, manifesting as man, can 
consciously affect the universe in every way, when we transcend our spacetime frame of mind 
and realise in a more adequate and evolved form, what WE really ARE . 
 



 
Conclusion 

 
In conclusion, I’d like to give a gist of the work, for those who value their time.  
 
There is only One being in the world. It is You. Everybody around are also You in Your 
other incarnations. Those You like are most probably Your further incarnations, as they 
have the qualities that You’d like to acquire; those You don’t like are probably Your 
previous incarnations, and You’ve “learned better” since, those You’re attracted to are 
probably Your “near” incarnations and Your vibratio n frequency is similar. Be patient 
with Yourself. Help Yourself. Smile to Yourself and make Your life happier. It is all 
Your own game. It is all created by You, for You. 
 
The official conclusion for those who took the trouble to read the whole paper would be the 
following: 
 
The paper draws the “big picture” of our existence. It deals with the subject and the object of 
“creation”, proving in a new way, that they are One. The novel approach is based on the 
theory of relativity.  
 
The paper also looks into the process of creation itself. It analyses some creation stories, the 
views of religions and esoteric teachings, as well as recent scientific accomplishments, 
throwing light to the mystery of creation. 
 
Such physical notions as the uncertainly principle, zero point, quantum entanglement, 
combined with the philosophical ideas of noumenal and phenomenal, as well as the Christian 
Holy Trinity - show the mystery of manifestation in a new light. 
 
The practical section of the paper “Through God Theatre to God Consciousness” gives some 
specific ideas as to how this new vision of the old Truth can be planted in human 
consciousness with the aim to accelerate the evolution.
